The Details

Entries:  
We will be offering 13 OSAA individual events (Extemp, Oratory, DI, HI, Poetry, Prose, Impromptu, Radio, ADS, POI, Informative, LIELL and Duo) and four debate events (CX, LD, Public, and PF).
Divisions and Rules 
We will run novice and open divisions in all events. Some events may need to be combined with others if there are not enough competitors to run that event separately. If this happens we will simply run Open and Novice competitors in the same room with the same judge but still in their own divisions. Kind of nice when we can to allow the novices the opportunity to watch the open competitors. 
We will be following OSAA State Rules in open events; however, notes will be allowed in memorized novice events. Each event will have three prelim rounds and a final round (if the number of competitors warrants one). 
Topics:  November/December Topics
Awards: 
Certificates will be awarded for all 1st – 3rd place finishers in all events. Sweepstakes will be awarded if 15 or more teams.
Double Entries:   
Each student may enter two individual events and one debate event. No double entries with Extemp, and Extempers can enter debates at their own risk (not really recommended). CX, LD, Parli and PF do not conflict with individual event patterns.

Judges:  
We will be supplying many judges from the community.  However, schools should plan on bringing enough judges to cover their entries.  One judge will cover 6 entries. 
We will be using on-line ballots. Each judge needs to bring an electronic device to judge. We will have some Chromebooks available if necessary.

Hospitality:
Judges are provided snacks throughout the day as well as lunch. There are local food options nearby. However, it is not recommended students leave campus due to the tight schedule. Accommodations are not available for students who miss a round for being off campus.
