The Fort Morgan High School Forensics Team invites you and your team to the third Mustang Stampede Festival Speech and Debate Tournament on January 18, 2020.  We will be using the State Festival events.
Entry deadline:  January 15, 2018, we will close when we fill available rooms.
Entry limits:  
4 per event, though you may wait list more.  Wait listed entries will be pulled in on January 16 and you will be notified that your students have been pulled up.
Double entry:  Students may enter one Wave A and one Wave B event.    
Events:  We will be using the same Wave A and Wave B breakdown used at State

  Wave A (morning) Extemp, DI, HI, PI, OO, One on One Value Debate, CST, Congress

  Wave B – (afternoon) PF, LD, Duo, POI, Informative, Impromptu 
If numbers are too low in some events we may combine for efficiency in using judges (i.e. a judge may be asked 

to judge 3 or 4 of one event followed by 3 or 4 of another).
Tabulation:  Ranking all the way down should eliminate any major ties, especially for the smaller events, so we


will use the new tab rules of no points.
Congress:  Please submit legislation no later than January 10. We will fill out the docket with items from NSDA.
Fees:  
Entry fee is $9.00 per student per event, except Congress.


Congress entry fee is $5.00 per student
Schedule: we will hold half of the events in the morning and half in the afternoon so that kids can focus that 
portion of the day on one event at time.  Wave A will be in the morning, Wave B in the afternoon.  This will also allow schools with kids entered in only 1 event to split the day so that coaches only need to be on site for half the day, if they choose.
