Individual Event Rules:

Extemporaneous Speaking: Topics will be based on current events. 30-minute prep time. No internet allowed during prep time. Time limit: 5 minutes maximum.

Duo Interpretation: A memorized humorous or dramatic piece performed from a published source by 2 students following NSDA guidelines, no original content except for the introduction. Time limit: 5 minutes maximum.

Original Oratory: The speech must be the original work of the contestant. No more than 150 words may be a direct quotation. The presentation should be memorized. Time limit: 5 minutes maximum.

Humorous Interpretation: Selection may be taken from any published novel, play, or short story. Selections must possess literary merit and be age appropriate. An adequate introduction should be provided. No props may be used. Selections should be memorized. Time limit: 5 minutes maximum.

Dramatic Interpretation: Selection may be taken from any published novel, play, or short story. Selections must possess literary merit and be age appropriate. An adequate introduction should be provided. No props may be used. Selections should be memorized. Time limit: 5 minutes maximum.

Prose/Poetry Reading: Selections must be from a published source. Selections must possess literary merit and be age appropriate. An adequate introduction should be provided. No props may be used. Selections should not be memorized. Prose selections must be no more than 50% dialogue. Poetry selections may be a combination of short poems on the same theme or by the same author OR they may be from a longer poetic piece. Time limit: 4 minutes maximum.

Informative Speaking: Original informative speech performed from memory, students may use non-electronic visual aids following NSDA rules. Time limit: 5 minutes maximum.



Debate Rules:
1. The policy debate proposition shall by the NSDA national topic: Mandatory Minimum Sentencing topic ONLY
2. Resolved: The United States federal government should enact substantial criminal justice reform in the United States in one or more of the following: forensic science, policing, sentencing.
