Registration Fees:  $7.00 per individual entry.  $14.00 per team.
Lunch: Cheverus will provide the opportunity for students to purchase lunch in the cafeteria.  They can always bring their own lunch, but they should not leave campus and run the risk of forfeiting a round.  Cheverus will provide complimentary lunch for all judges and coaches.
Judges:  Please provide one judge for every two debaters.  Fractional entries must provide a judge.  For example, if you bring five debaters, you must bring three judges.  You must bring an unaffiliated judge for every third, fifth and seventh judge required in a division.  Remember also that parents cannot judge the division in which their child participates.   

In Congressional Debate, the judge burden is one for every five students.
There may be limited extra judges available if you are short, but the cost will be $45 towards the judge and an additional $15 nuisance fee.  Please clear it with the tournament director by Wednesday November 28th. 
Events:  The tournament will hold competition in Novice, Junior Varsity, and Varsity Lincoln-Douglas debate, Novice and Varsity Public Forum debate and Congressional Senate and House.

Cheverus is located in a scenic residential neighborhood on <<Ocean Avenue>> (Route 9) in <<Portland>>. Access from south of Portland is gained by taking Exit 8 off 295 onto Washington Ave. - then turning left at the third traffic light onto Ocean Avenue (intersection with Cumberland Farms and Angelone’s Pizza). Cheverus is then one-half mile on your left.

Access from north of Portland is gained by taking Exit 9 off 295 onto Baxter Boulevard, taking the second right after exiting the ramp, proceeding through Payson Park and turning left onto Ocean Avenue (Route 9). Cheverus is then one-quarter mile on your left.

If the Turnpike is easier than 295, take exit 53 Falmouth and take a right onto Route 100, heading in to Portland.  Stay straight on Washington Avenue until the intersection with Ocean Avenue (intersection with Cumberland Farms and Angelone’s Pizza).  Turn right onto Ocean Avenue.  Cheverus is one-half mile on your left.
