Dear Speech Team and Coach,

You are cordially invited to the Ruth Blair Invitational hosted by LaRue County High School to be held on November 7, 2020 at virtually on Tabroom.com. We will be offering all K.H.S.S.L. senior division speech events with unlimited entries.  The entire tournament will be done asynchronously, so Congress will NOT be offered this year.  I am sorry for any inconvenience this may cause any of you who may have been planning to compete in Congress here. "
ASYNCHRONOUS PLAN:  All events will be uploaded to tabroom by Thursday, November 5th at 5:00 pm.  Limited prep topics will be released at 5:00 pm on Wednesday, November 4th to allow for students to have 24 hours to create and upload their performances.  This should allow for any technical difficulties students may encounter.  
Entry fees: Entry fees will be $5 per entry (duo events count as 2 entries).  Please make checks to LaRue County High School Speech.  Students may enter up to five events since all competition is being held online. 
Broadcasting: The broadcasting entry will be done as a 3rd round script – the student must perform the script as written but may add intro, sign-off, and transitions.  
Judges: Each school must provide one (1) judge per six (6) individual events entries. 1-6 entries = 1 judge; 7-12 entries = 2 judges; 13-18 entries = 3 judges, etc. There will be a $25 fee per missing judge. Please make sure your judges have tabroom accounts and understand how to use the system and complete online ballots WITH FEEDBACK.   
Drops: All event drops (meaning you don’t have your videos uploaded by Thursday at 5pm) will result in a $10 fee.  Judge drops will result in a $50 fee. 

Entry deadlines: Please enter online at www.tabroom.com by 5:00 on Wednesday, November 4, 2020.  You may start putting entries in on Wednesday, October 21. 
Schedule:  Traditional 3 round tournament.  Awards will be announced via Zoom – the link will be provided in an email on Saturday.  
Trophies: Will be awarded to the top six (6) in each event, and sweepstakes for the top six (6) schools. All awards will be shipped to the schools the following week.  
SCHEDULE/JUDGING:  Rounds will be paired and released on Friday evening by 6:00.  All three prelims will be released at the same time.  Judges will have until 12:00 p.m. to return their ballots.  Finals will be announced and released on tabroom at 1:00 p.m.   The final round judges should be ready and available to judge their rounds and return ballots by 2.  Awards will go live at 3:00 via Zoom.
