RULES

All events will be conducted according to the rules appearing in the South Dakota High School Activities Association Rules Book. Reader’s Theater will count as a second entry event for those in another event.  Because of limitations at NSU, those wishing to use stools or chairs will be required to furnish their own.

FEES

An entry fee of $5.00 per contestant/per event will be due at the time of registration.  Duet Interp and Reader’s Theater will cost $10.00 per entry.  Please make checks payable to NSU Forensics. A $5.00 late fee will be assessed for each drop or “no show” made after 5pm on Thursday, October 14.

JUDGES

Each school must provide one qualified judge for every six entry slots or fraction thereof.  (Example: 7 entry slots = 2 judges.)  A limited number of NSU judges are available for a $50.00 hired judge fee.  All judges must be available to judge final rounds. Judging Fees have been raised this year to help cover the rising cost hosting the tournament.
LUNCH

There will be limited lunch available to purchase on campus. For lunch, students and coaches can take advantage of the Student Center (open until 1pm). There are also multiple delivery options available. 
AWARDS

Trophies will be awarded for first, second, and third places for each event.  Sweepstakes points will be determined based on each school’s top contestants in each event.  Sweepstakes points will be based off both preliminary and final rounds.  Sweepstakes awards will go to the top two schools in both A and B divisions.

PARKING:
Oct. 16th is also an NSU home football game, so parking is restricted. Closer to the event I will email a parking pass to each team to be printed and brought with you to the tournament. You will need to print one parking pass per vehicle. Carpooling amongst team members will be encouraged as parking will still be significantly limited close to Johnson Fine Arts.
