TOURNAMENT REGULATIONS AND GUIDELINES

1. All debates will use the standard 8-3-5 cross examination format with 8 minutes of prep time per team per round.

2. Novice case list rules - Teams in the novice division, must stick to the four case areas of fracking, wetlands, lead, and agriculture runoff. Teams may however, alter the original plan text, claim different advantages, both the affirmative and negative can use cards not from the packet, and the negative can run positions not found in the packet. Please email if you have any questions. 

3. Rounds 1 and 2 will be preset. Rounds 3, 4, and 5 will be delay powered.

4. You may enter up to a maximum of four. Let me know if you want extras, I will notify you as soon as I can about them.  Entry fees are $7 per team.  .

5. Coaches and sponsors may be needed to judge, this is not anticipated but you should consider yourself on standby. If you would like to judge, let me know and that will be arranged.

6. Awards will be given to 1st- 8th place. Sweepstakes will be awarded to the school with the best three team record with at least one team in each division.

7. COVID Guidelines:

a. Consistent with current Andover USD 385 guidelines, masks are highly encouraged but are not required. If you chose to have your team follow your district’s policy, that is up to you. But we aware, we are not able to provide any enforcement beyond our current district policies.
