Information:
Welcome to the Guided by Kids Debate Tournament at Omaha Marian! We will have four rounds of competition and calculate standings after those four rounds.  Please fulfill your judge obligation! To cover costs of 6 medals given in each division, we will have a small registration fee of $3/entry.

Arrival Saturday morning:

Enter the MAIN entrance, which is NOT the circle drive off of Military Avenue.  Those doors will be locked and can't be used as an entrance.  Pull into the parking lot (from Military Ave), and then drive up to the SECOND entrance you see.  The first entrance you see is the Performing Arts Center entrance, and those doors will be locked.  

There will be a table in the lobby where you register, and then you will be directed downstairs to tables in Marian’s quad area, where you should be for round 1 to come out, and where you can go in between rounds.
 
-Every round will be side-locked! The computer will decide what side you are debating on for each round. It will force you to debate each side twice, unless you have a bye in one round due to uneven numbers of entries.

*We will not use flex prep in these rounds, as was done at the first tournament.  Cross-examination is limited to the crossfire times in the round.
 
*Please discuss with judges about proper judging etiquette. It’s important to give constructive critiques where the students want stay in the activity. We want to encourage judges to give speaker scores of 25 or higher and no low-point wins! (Whoever wins should have higher speaker points by at least .5).
