· We will offer three preliminary rounds of Humorous Interp, Dramatic Interp, Original Oratory, POI, Informative, Extemporaneous Speaking, Poetry (English), Poetry (Spanish), & Prose.

· Junior High: We will offer two preliminary rounds of HI, DI, OO, POI, INFO,
PO (English), PO (Spanish) & PRO & will advance to appropriate elimination rounds. We will use high school students to adjudicate these rounds as needed.

· Students may enter as many individual events as they wish, but it is important that competitors manage their own entry schedules. Judges will be instructed to wait for double entries, but we cannot hold rounds in perpetuity for competitors. Double entered competitors and coaches of double entries should understand the risk implied. We will not hold rounds for double-entered students.
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We will offer 3-5 preliminary rounds of debate in Policy, Public Forum, LD, SPAR & BQ depending on field sizes. Every field will break to the appropriate elimination round. 

Junior High Events Offered: LD, PF, SPAR, (no junior congressional).

All elimination participants will receive awards.

Congressional Debate will hold two preliminary sessions and a Final Round.

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Schools are expected to enter qualified judges for debate and speech events.
We reserve the right to deny entry of any judge to our tournament.

DO NOT use "judge notes" to specify judge availability.
If a judge is marked available for a particular time slot, they must be available for that time slot. Do NOT enter judges with inaccurate or misleading availability. Fines WILL be issued.

Schools are expected to enter one judge per two debate entries and one judge per eight speech entries.

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SPAR is impromptu meets congress, meets extemp debate. This unique debate event combines elements of all your favorite debate formats while providing a more manageable timeframe for online debate competition. 

Event Highlights:
· Students compete head-to-head but are ranked cardinally (1-6) as if it were a speech event. 

· All participants can ask questions during any debate.  

· Topics are common knowledge or general interest topics that require minimal preparation. It’s a perfect event for brand new debaters with speeches lasting only 2 minutes each.

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Debaters will be assigned to the pro or con side by the judge prior to the assignment of the topic and prior start of the round. Each pair will consider 3 issues/resolutions.  The pro will strike one resolution and then the con will strike one of the two remaining resolutions, leaving the pair with one final resolution to debate. 

Both sides will have two minutes to prepare their arguments before speaking must commence. The pro speaker will give a two-minute speech in favor of the resolution; immediately after that speech, the con speaker will refute the position in a two-minute constructive. Strict adherence to the exact wording of the resolution is not required, but the debaters should at least regard the topic as a common frame-of-reference.  Following the opening statements, there will be a four-minute open crossfire. 

The pair should question each other, and should be prepared to take at least a few questions from the audience of other competitors.  The competitors should select these questions (i.e. not the judge).  Only other Spar competitors listed to speak in that round are permitted to ask crossfire questions (judges and other spectators are not permitted to ask questions).  Two rebuttal speeches of the pro and con respectively complete the round. No preparation time during the debate is allowed.  

Spar competitors should be judged on the basis of overall presentation, wit, persuasion and quality argument construction.  Competitors may not access the Internet during the prep time or during the round.  Competitors may use blank paper or notecards, but may not consult pre-written notes or any other reference material.
