Dear Colleagues: 

The Groves Debate Team cordially invites you and your team to the 35th Annual Wylie E. Groves Falcon Debate Invitational to be held virtually on November 1-3, 2024. Policy divisions will run Friday-Sunday, PF will run Saturday-Sunday, and LD and Congressional divisions will run on Saturday only.  
The choice to increase the length of our tournament is based on the need to provide the community with more rounds, a more favorable schedule, and the ability for more teams to benefit from elimination round experiences. We are also actively seeking TOC bids in PF and Policy debate and adding more prelims may increase the likelihood of that occurring based on TOC committee feedback. We hope that this will help to rectify the lack of TOC tournaments in Michigan.

TOPICS:

The National High School Policy Debate Resolution for 2024-2025. Resolved: The United States federal government should significantly strengthen its protection of domestic intellectual property rights in copyrights, patents, and/or trademarks.
The November-December 2024 NSDA Public Forum Resolution. Resolved: The United States should substantially reduce its military support of Taiwan.
The September-October 2024 NSDA Lincoln Douglas Resolution. Resolved: The United States ought to require that workers receive a living wage.


FORMAT:

Open two-person and novice two-person in policy debate. 
We will be requiring that all novice policy teams use the National Debate Coaches Association's (NDCA) packet for novice debaters plus any official updates issued prior to the start of the tournament.

We will be offering Novice and Varsity Lincoln Douglas Divisions. We reserve the right to combine divisions in Lincoln Douglas based on number of entries.

We will be offering Middle School, Novice, and Varsity Public Forum Debate Divisions.

JUDGES: 

Policy Debate: One qualified judge for every two 2-person teams or fraction thereof PER DIVISION. Varsity debaters with 2+ years of experience may judge the novice policy division. 
 
Congressional Debate: One judge for every eight entries or fraction thereof. 
Public Forum Debate: One judge for every two 2-person teams or fraction thereof. Any adult high school graduate, regardless of debate experience, may judge this division. Any junior or senior in high school may judge the novice and/or middle school public forum divisions. Lay judges are encouraged.
Lincoln Douglas Debate: One judge for every two LD debaters or fraction thereof PER DIVISION.

Ballots and elimination rounds: Judges are expected to be available to judge one round past their own team's elimination in ALL DIVISIONS. This includes judges hired by a school. 
RULES:

MIFA: The Tab Room/Tournament Administration will not enforce MIFA, NDCA, NSDA or NCFL rules or guidelines regarding disclosure of decisions, reading of evidence, prompting or "tag teaming," paperless debate or evidence citation. Judges may, or course, enforce certain rules, guidelines and preferences in individual debate rounds. We only ask that judges announce their preferences to the debaters prior to the beginning of the rounds. PREP TIME WILL BE EIGHT (8) MINUTES IN POLICY DEBATE, THREE (3) MINUTES PER TEAM IN PUBLIC FORUM, AND FOUR (4) MINUTES PER DEBATER IN LINCOLN DOUGLAS. 

Behavior: The Tournament Administration, upon investigation, reserves the right to remove from the judging pool adjudicators whose personal behavior is inappropriate or offensive. The school which has provided the removed judge will be financially responsible FOR ANY UNCOVERED DEBATES. Examples of inappropriate behavior include, but are not limited to: leaving the virtual room during speeches including cross-examination; rude or intemperate written or oral comments to debaters; undue familiarity/favoritism shown to a team in a round; evidence of bias or hostility exhibited towards competitors or harassment of any nature.

Policy Debate: $70.00 per two-person team. 
Congressional Debate: $10.00 per debater. 
Public Forum: $35.00 per two-person team. 
Lincoln Douglas: $20.00 per debater.
