Due to attrition fees in contracts we are not going to reserve a hotel block since we are unsure of attendance for this tournament. Regarding Strip Hotels, yes, you can find VERY low rates at certain strip hotels. Be aware they will charge a Resort Fee that is not shown on the rate. Typically, these are $40-60 but you should ask and enter that into your decision calculus on where you choose to stay. If you are looking for a very cheap rate on the strip places like Luxor, Excalibur, and MGM Grand, would be decent options. I have heard Rio is doing a lot of renovation, so I’m unsure if it has been rehabbed enough yet but it may be a possible option as well. Avoid OYO and Circus Circus. OYO elevators tend to break, and Circus Circus was just voted dirtiest strip hotel. The Strip is very close to UNLV as well just take into account traffic and potential parking and resort fees should you decide to stay there. 

Judging

Finding judges in the LV area is very difficult. We are requiring at least 75% judge coverage for your teams. For IPDA, undergraduate students are allowed to judge and lay judging is encouraged in IPDA as per the IPDA Constitution. 1 judge covers 2 IPDA debaters or 2 LD debaters. If your school has entries for both events, you can have a judge cover 1 LD and 1 IPDA debater. I will be trying to work with IT in an attempt to allow a few hybrid judges, but I cannot make a promise. UNLV wifi notoriously blinks in and out from around 11am-3pm. We will keep you posted on the Tabroom site if this becomes an option. 

If you go over your required judging we will incentivize that by providing a free entry for every judge above the requirement (maximum 2 entries). Thank you to the Redbird debate tournament for this idea. 

Judges are encouraged to disclose decisions and provide feedback in the LD category. The IPDA norm is that judges do not have to disclose if they do not want to, however feedback is welcomed to help debaters improve their persuasive performance in future rounds. 

Judges are obligated to one round after the team that hired them is eliminated from the pool.
