Sectioning and Breaks:

1. Prepared Forensics Events will have 2 asynchronous prelims and 1 asynchronous Final. All videos will be due on Tuesday, December 3rd, 2024 at 11am.
2. Asynchronous judging will be conducted during the week leading up to the tournament weekend from Tuesday, December 3rd to Friday, December 6th, 2024.
3. Preliminary synchronous sections will consist of no more than eight entries. Students may enter multiple events but should be aware that rounds will NOT be held if they are late or unable to make it to all rounds. No more than one event per Pattern
4. Saturday Patterns will be: 
1. Pattern A: PROSE, US Extemp
2. Pattern B: Impromptu, Poetry 
5. The number of event entries will dictate use need/use of quarter and semi rounds. Final rounds will have no more than 6 competitors.
6. The schedule may adjust as needed before and during the Tournament. Notification will be sent giving as much time as possible for all concerned.
Sweepstakes and Awards:

Only finalists will receive awards. There will be Plaques for 1, 2nd, 3rd place, and medals for the remaining competitors places 4, 5 and 6. We are excited to offer sweepstakes awards of 1st, 2nd, and 3rd place for both Large and Small Schools.
