· Novice may move around evidence, like using 2AC evidence in the 1AC instead, but no additional cards may be added. 
· Plan texts may not be changed.
· Novice speech times will be 6-3-4. 
· You may not compete in novice if you have placed top 5 at a previous novice tournament.
