A Bill to Restrict the US Coast Guard to Board Vessels Without a Warrant or Permission from a Lieutenant
BE IT ENACTED BY THE CONGRESS HERE ASSEMBLED THAT:

Section 1.
The U.S. Coast Guard shall be restricted from boarding any vessel owned by a U.S. citizen without a warrant or permission from a Lieutenant. 
Section 2.
A vessel is defined as any ship, submarine, hovercraft, boat, or sailboat owned by a U.S. citizen. Permission is defined as written note, heard radio transmission, phone call, or emergency call. 
Section 3.
The U.S. Coast Guard will be responsible for ensuring compliance with this law. 
SECTION 4.
This legislation will take effect June 1, 2025. All laws  in conflict with this  legislation are hereby declared null and void.
