A Bill to Encourage Corporations to Ethically Source Their Products
BE IT ENACTED BY THE CONGRESS HERE ASSEMBLED THAT:

Section 1.
The United States will create a tax incentive allotment for domestic corporations that practice ethical sourcing. 
Section 2.
Ethical sourcing is defined as upholding fair labor practices, making a positive social impact, and using resources that contribute to environmental sustainability. 
Section 3.
The Internal Revenue Service (IRS) and the Federal Trade Commission shall oversee the implementation and enforcement of this bill. Corporations will be required to adhere to bi-monthly inspections to qualify for the incentive. 
SECTION 4.
This legislation will take effect on January 1, 2026. All laws in conflict with this legislation are hereby declared null and void.
