A Bill to Mitigate Climate Change
BE IT ENACTED BY THE CONGRESS HERE ASSEMBLED THAT:

Section 1.
Congress shall take the following steps in order to approach a faster and more efficient way to combat climate change:
A. 25% of subsidies will be diverted from fossil fuel industries to the renewable energy sector
B. Congress shall implement a $35 carbon tax on all companies that emit over 700,000 metric tons of carbon dioxide per year.
C. Any public land that is not utilized by the government will be converted into renewable energy farms.
Section 2.
Public land shall be defined as land owned by the federal government, excluding national parks, ecologically protected land, and Native American reservation land. Renewable energy farms shall be defined as solar panel and windmill farms, as well as nuclear power plants.
Section 3.
The Department of Energy, in collaboration with the General Services Administration, will be tasked with the implementation of this legislation.
SECTION 4.
This legislation will take effect immediately upon passage and all laws in conflict with this legislation are hereby declared null and void.
