A Bill to Ban the Commercial Use of LED Headlights to Protect Drivers and Prevent Crashes
BE IT ENACTED BY THE CONGRESS HERE ASSEMBLED THAT:

Section 1.
All civilian vehicles are hereby prohibited from utilizing LED headlights. All vehicle manufacturers are required to replace all LED headlights on all car models dating back to 2020. 
Section 2.
LED lights are light emitting diodes. 
Section 3.
The Department of Transportation (DOT) will oversee the implementation of this bill. 
SECTION 4.
This legislation will take effect on January 1, 2026. All laws in conflict with this legislation are hereby declared null and void.
