A Bill to Ensure Technological Infrastructure Equity in Educational Systems 

 BE IT ENACTED BY THE CONGRESS HERE ASSEMBLED THAT: 
SECTION 1. The United States shall designate $30 billion in funds to low-income schools to upgrade their technological infrastructure. Funds will be sent directly for the district to divide and spend on technological infrastructure based on the district's will.
 SECTION 2. Technological infrastructure will include physical electronics such as computers and tablets and software such as online textbooks. This is a partial list of technological infrastructure. It is just an example of what districts can spend their money on. 
SECTION 3. Funds will be requisitioned from the Department of Defense’s Budget for FY 2025. The Department of Education is implementing the bill and dispersing funds. 
A. The funds will be distributed depending on the number of students in each district.
 B. Extra funds will be recouped by the Department of Education to be used the following year. 
SECTION 4. This legislation will take effect on September 1, 2026. 
SECTION 5. All laws in conflict with this legislation are hereby declared null and void. 
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
