Things to Note about Nat Quals

· We no longer do a formal registration check-in and you can give us your paperwork when you arrive
· You are required to fill out the Single Entry Letter of Intent for all double-entered competitors.
· No first year graduates are allowed to judge rounds
· [bookmark: _GoBack]An audit of ballots must be conducted after each round and of the advancement of competitors before outrounds before postings occur
· There are two extemp draw rooms (USX and IX) and the draw schedule is very intense. It is the responsibility of the competitor to ensure they are in the correct draw room at the correct time to draw.  
· We are NOT piloting the notecard rule in extemp, therefore NO NOTECARDS may be used
· Extemp sections will be limited to 6, and all other rounds will be 6 or 7
· Semi-finals will break to top 12, Finals will break to top 6
· There are NO COMMENT SHEETS at this tournament
· To advance to outrounds in debate you must have a winning record. After that, it is single elimination
· We must have at least 30 entries in an event in order to have 3 qualifiers 
· You must pre-enter kids for Big Questions—you can change those entries on Saturday, the original entries are placeholders.
