The time limits for each event will follow the KSHSAA standards in all applicable
events. We will not intervene for judges who wish to keep their own time, as we will not
be able to provide time keepers.

Each event will medal the top six performers (with the option of breaking seven in the
event of a tie). Awards for first, second, and third place sweepstakes will be awarded.
Each student may enter two events (limit one draw event). Sweeps will be computed
based on your 16 best entries

Entry fees will be $5.00 per person per entry; duet acting, duo, and IDA will be $10.00
per team.

Information & Regulations

We will offer a concession stand throughout the day on Saturday that will sell chips, candy, soda,
and water.

Students may enter either IDA/ Extemp and Impromptu.

If a contestant is late to a round,
the judge has been instructed to begin timing and that time will be taken from the performance
time.

No contestant may begin a performance after the scheduled time for the round to end. The only
exception to this rule is if the delay in the round is the responsibility of the tournament, i.e. a
judge was not in the room at the beginning of the round and contestants have been performing
without a break since the judge arrived. Otherwise, we expect that contestants will perform
promptly.

The tab room will be open to coaches and sponsors only.

Smoking is not permitted anywhere in the building or on school grounds.

Any student found “exploring” areas not in use for the tournament, or materials within the rooms

in use, WILL. BE DISQUALIFIED.
