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A Bill to Repeal the USA PATRIOT Act
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	BE IT ENACTED BY THE CONGRESS HERE ASSEMBLED THAT:
SECTION 1.	The Uniting and Strengthening America by Providing Appropriate Tools Required to Intercept and Obstruct Terrorism (USA PATRIOT Act) is hereby repealed in its entirety.
SECTION 2.	Any amendments to existing laws or Acts made by the USA PATRIOT Act shall be nullified, and such laws shall be restored to their pre-amendment form as if those changes were never enacted.
SECTION 3.	The Department of Justice shall oversee the enforcement of this repeal.
A. Any existing authorities or agencies acting under powers granted solely by the USA PATRIOT Act shall cease those activities and provide public documentation of terminated programs within 180 days of this bill’s effective date.
SECTION 4.	This legislation will take effect on December 1st, 2025. All laws in conflict with this legislation are hereby declared null and void.

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A Bill to Increase the Amount of Judges Managing the Immigration Process

BE IT ENACTED BY THE CONGRESS HERE ASSEMBLED THAT:
SECTION 1 - The number of courts handling immigration cases shall be expanded from  
69 to 200, with a minimum requirement of 12 judges per court.
Each judge shall be required to manage 12 immigration cases a day.
A maximum of one year shall be required for the duration of an asylum 
Case, with a penalty for the judge each month the case gets extended.
Should an asylum case go over 4 months past the one year limit, the judge shall be suspended for one month following the end of the case. If this occurs more than 5 times, the judge must be reappointed by the attorney general. 
The Department of Justice shall have the power to interpret this legislation.
SECTION 2 - Asylum Case shall be defined as a legal proceeding initiated by an 
individual seeking protection from persecution or torture in their country of origin.
Court shall be defined as  A judicial body with jurisdiction over immigration cases.
Judge shall be defined as A judicial officer appointed to preside over immigration cases.
Duration of a Case shall be defined as The period of time from the initial filing of an asylum case to its final resolution.
Penalty shall be defined as A financial or administrative sanction imposed for failure to comply with the requirements of this Act.
SECTION 3 - The Department of Justice will oversee the enforcement of this legislation.
SECTION 4 - This bill will go into effect January 1, 2026
SECTION 5 - All legislation in conflict with this bill are 
     hereby declared null and void.

A Resolution to Reaffirm the Importance of Unbiased International Aid

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A Bill to Ensure Student Health by Starting School Hours at Later Times
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	BE IT ENACTED BY THE CONGRESS HERE ASSEMBLED THAT:
SECTION 1.	Federal funding will be denied to any public school or school district which starts the first period of their school hours before 8:30 AM.
SECTION 2.	1. Federal funding is defined as any school funding given by an agency or division of the federal government.
2. Denied is defined as not given.
3. First period is defined as the earliest class in which the majority of a school’s students are scheduled to attend.
4. School hours are defined as the hours of operation in which students are actively being taught.
SECTION 3.	This bill will be enforced by the Department of Education.
SECTION 4.	This legislation will take effect on January 1st, 2027.

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A Bill to Enhance School Security through Balanced Measures
BE IT ENACTED BY THIS CONGRESS THAT:

SECTION 1. The United States shall mandate that all public schools implement specific security
measures, including a secure storage facility for emergency equipment, a police officer on duty
during school hours, and the option for voluntary security roles for school staff. Additionally, gun
safety education shall be integrated into school curriculums to promote responsible firearm
awareness.

SECTION 2. Definitions

A. Secure Storage Facility: A storage location on school grounds for emergency equipment,
maintained by authorized personnel, accessible only during emergencies.

B. Police Officer: Certified law enforcement personnel stationed at the school during school
hours to ensure safety and respond to emergencies.

C. Voluntary Security Roles: School staff who voluntarily undergo extensive safety training
and are legally permitted to assist in emergency situations with a handheld firearm, with
a ratio of one required trained staff member per 7500 square feet of indoor educational
space, these required trained staff shall always carry a handheld firearm on their person.

D. Gun Safety Education: Educational programs on gun safety, emphasizing the
importance of firearm respect and responsible handling. This education will be age-
appropriate and part of the health and safety curriculum.

E. Handheld Firearm: Compact firearms like pistols and revolvers, which are designed to
be easily fired with one hand, or two hands for better stability.

SECTION 3. The Department of Education, in collaboration with local law enforcement agencies
and mental health professionals, shall oversee the implementation and regulation of this
legislation. Federal grants shall be provided to assist schools in implementing these measures,
with additional funding available for safety and mental health training programs.

SECTION 4. This legislation will take effect in the fiscal year of 2026.

SECTION 5. All laws in conflict with this legislation are hereby declared null and void.
