Structure of the Tournament
Based on the rules set forth by the MHSAA Handbook for Speech and Debate, Debate preliminary rounds will be held on Friday evening, and all Individual Events will be held on Saturday.
· Debate Events
· Lincoln-Douglas and Public Forum, Rounds 1-5 will be held Friday Evening.
· Policy Rounds 1-4 will be held on Friday Evening.
· All Quarters, Semis, Finals of Policy, Lincoln-Douglas, and Public Forum will be on Saturday.
· The Congressional Debate will be on Saturday, allowing competitors to do another debate event (CX, LD, PFD) but not compete in Individual Events.
· The MHSAA Bill Book will be used for the tournament legislation
· Any Out-of-State Schools sending supplemental legislation to shane.cole@lamarcountyschools.org before November 1, 2024.
· Speech Events
· All speech events (except middle school) will have two preliminary rounds and then, depending on entry numbers, move on to the semis or finals.
· Middle school speech events will have two preliminary rounds and break directly to finals.
· Numbers for Breaks
· Events with more than 12 entries will break into a semifinal.
· Events with 7-12 entries will break directly to finals.
· Events with six or fewer entries will have three equal rounds to determine placement and no break rounds.

Sweepstakes
Sweepstakes trophies will be awarded to the top three schools and the top three individual competitors in the overall competition.  Each competitor is only permitted to enter four events, either choosing two Flight A’s and two Flight B’s or one debate, one Flight A and two Flight B’s.

Registration for the tournament will close on Monday, November 11th, at 11:00 p.m. Judge Registration ends Tuesday, November 12th, at 11:00 p.m. Judge obligations and entry fees are on the following page.

Judge Obligations and Entry Fees
1. Judge Quotas:  Each school must provide judges for each event based on a specific quota.
a. INDIVIDUAL EVENTS:  One judge for every ten entries or fraction thereof
b. DEBATE EVENTS:
i. One judge for every two Lincoln-Douglas Debaters
ii. One judge for every two Public Forum Teams
iii. There should be one judge for every Policy team. Judges provided for policy need to have experience judging the event or received training.  Please indicate which judge(s) have such knowledge in the judge notes.
2. Entry Fees
a. $10.00 per entry in Individual Events other than Duo Interp and Duet Acting
b. $14.00 per Duo Interpretation or Duet Acting entry
c. $10.00 per Lincoln-Douglas or Congress entry
d. $14.00 per Public Forum or Policy Debate team
3. Uncovered Entries (meaning your judge quota is not met)
a. Debate - $25 per uncovered entry
b. Individual Events - $5 per uncovered entry
c. Complete buyouts are not allowed.  This means all schools must provide at least one judge in debate (if entered in debate) and at least one in IEs (if entered in IEs).
4. All Entry fees will be fixed as of the Monday before the tournament.
a. Drop fees will be assessed for any drops after that point.  Drop fees will be double the entry fees for any given entry.
b. Judge fees for uncovered entries will be fixed as of the Tuesday deadline.  Please email the tournament director (shane.cole@lamarcountyschools.org) with information regarding any drops as early as possible to avoid penalties.
5. PLEASE NOTE: Judges who miss a ballot assignment will incur a $20 fine for their school, which must be paid before the school’s ballots are released.

MHSAA STATE TOURNAMENT QUALIFYING RULES

PLATFORM EVENTS
1. Students will automatically qualify in a specific event for the MHSAA State Championship Tournament by 
making finals in the previous year’s State Tournament.
2. Students will automatically qualify in a specific event for the MHSAA State Championship Tournament who
	place first in that events at a MHSAA affiliated tournament.
3. Students my qualify in a specific event at who place in the finals (2nd - 6th place) and/or semifinals (7th - 
12th) in that event a combination of two (2) times at a MHSAA-affiliated tournament.
4. Students do not have to use the same cutting of a literary work in order to qualify for the MHSAA State Championship Tournament in Interpretation events (including Declamation).  If a student changes cutting, they do not have to begin the qualifying process again when using the new piece.
5. If the partnered events (Duo Interpretation, Duet Acting) partners must qualify together.  If a student changes partners, the new partnership must re-qualify.
6. If an individual student qualifies in more than two events in one flight, or more than one debate, that student must choose which two events he/she/they will enter at the MHSAA State Championship Tournament.

DEBATE EVENTS
1. In two-person debate events (Policy Debate, Public Forum Debate), partners must qualify as a team.  If a student changes partners, the new partnership must re-qualify.
2. Competitors automatically qualify by placing in finals or semifinals at a MHSAA-sanctioned event.
3. Policy teams or Public Forum Teams, which reach or are named to quarterfinals at a MHSAA-sanctioned tournament on two different occasions, the team will qualify for the MHSAA State Championship Tournament.
4. Lincoln-Douglas Debaters who reach or are named quarterfinalists at a MHSAA-sanctioned tournament twice will qualify for the MHSAA State Championship Tournament.
5. If an individual student qualified in more than one debate event, he or she will be given the choice of which event he or she will enter.

DESIGNATED WILD CARD ENTRIES
Any MHSAA Member School may have a total of five (5) entries in the MHSAA State Championship Tournament that have not been qualified according to any of the above requirements.  At the sole discretion of the school’s coach(es), the five (5) entries may be divided among as many as five (5) students or one (1) student may use four (4) entries with another student using one.  These entries are designated as Wild Card Entries.

SWEEPSTAKES SCALE

The top three (3) teams at the MHSAA State Championship Tournament, as well as the top three (3) teams in Debate Events and the top three (3) teams in Speech Events, will be determined by the system of team sweepstakes points outlines below.  The team accumulating the most points from their top 25 entries will be declared the MHSAA Speech and Debate State Championship Team.  This rule is for the state championship only.  Appropriate trophies will be awarded to the three (3) teams overall, as well as the top three (3) in Debate and the top three (3) teams in Speech.

TIES
Counting the number of First Places each team has earned will break ties; a tie will be broken in favor of the team with the greater number of First Places.  If the teams have an equal number of First Places, then the number of Second Places will  be counted and used as a tiebreaker.  Placings through Sixth Place will be used in turn as tiebreakers.  If the teams remain tied after counting all of the first through sixth places that each team has earned, the tie shall be declared unbreakable, and two trophies shall be awarded.
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EVENT DESCRIPTIONS

DEBATE EVENTS
CONGRESSIONAL DEBATE
· Schools may pre-register 1-6 entries in the events.  Students entering Congressional Debate may only enter one (1) Flight A Events and two (2) Flight B Events.
· No substitutions will be made in Congressional Debate.  If a student does not show up or chooses not to compete, the school will lose that seat.
· Laptop computers and tablet devices may be used by delegates, but may not be used to receive information for competitive advantage from non-competitors (coaches, assistant coaches, teammates, other students, etc.) inside or outside of the room in which the competition occurs.
· Each preliminary room will have 20 or less competitors.  The total number advancing to the final Super Sessions will be determined by the number of preliminary chambers established.
· Bill books will not be supplied to delegates once they arrive on our campus.  You are responsible for having your own copies.

LINCOLN-DOUGLAS DEBATE (VARSITY and NOVICE DIVISIONS)
· Debates in this division will follow the standard 6-3-7-3-4-6-3 format.
· Each debater has four minutes of prep time to use as they wish.
· Five preliminary rounds will determine breaks to elimination rounds.  Rounds 4 and 5 will be power-matched based on earlier preliminary rounds.
· Due to the truncated format of our debate rounds, we ask that NO DISCLOSURES are given during the rounds.  While we appreciate the need for them, the right schedule does not provide enough time for them.
· A novice debater is a competitor in their first year of competition in ANY event.  If a student competed in middle school, but did not compete in debate events on the high school level, they may be considered novice during their first high school season.
· Laptop computers and tablet devices may be used by delegates, but may not be used to receive information for competitive advantage from non-competitors (coaches, assistant coaches, teammates, other students, etc.) inside or outside of the room in which the competition occurs.

POLICY DEBATE
· Four preliminary rounds will determine breaks to elimination rounds.  This also depends on the number of entries and pace of the tournament.
· The debate will follow the standard 8-3-8-3-8-3-8-3-5-5-5-5 format with open or closed cross-examination dependent on judge preference.
· Each team will have eight minutes of prep time to use as they wish.
· Due to the truncated format of our debate rounds, we ask that NO DISCLOSURES are given during the rounds.  While we appreciate the need for them, the tight schedule does not provide enough time for them.
· Laptop computers and tablet devices may be used by delegates, but may not be used to receive information for competitive advantage from non-competitors (coaches, assistant coaches, teammates, other students, etc.) inside or outside of the room in which the competition occurs.

PUBLIC FORUM DEBATE (VARSITY and NOVICE DIVISIONS)
· The debate will follow the 4-4-3-4-4-3-3-3-3-2-2 format.
· Each team will have 3 minutes of prep time to use as they wish.  
· Five preliminary rounds will determine breaks to elimination rounds.  Rounds 4 and 5 will be power-matched based on earlier preliminary records.
· Due to the truncated format of our debate rounds, we ask that NO DISCLOSURES are given during the rounds.  While we appreciate the need for them, the tight schedule does not provide enough time for them.
· A novice debater is a competitor in their first year of competition in ANY event.  If a student competed in middle school, but did not compete in debate events on that level, they may be considered novice during their first high school season.  For a team to enter the novice division, both speakers must be in their novice year.
· Laptop computers and tablet devices may be used by delegates, but may not be used to receive information for competitive advantage from non-competitors (coaches, assistant coaches, teammates, other students, etc.) inside or outside of the room in which the competition occurs.
INDIVIDUAL EVENTS
· All Interpretation and Declamation pieces must have a signed Decency Clause.
· In all Interpretation and Declamation pieces an introduction should be given and is part of the competitor’s total time.
· NOVICE RULE - Novices are students in their first year of High School Competition.  If a former middle school competitor competed in high school divisions, they are not a novice competitor.

FLIGHT A EVENTS
INFORMATIVE SPEAKING
· Speeches in informative generally have some combination of problems, causes, and implications (or what your topic means to society as a whole).
· A visual aid is allowed and preferred.  It may not be digital or involve electricity.  
· The speech should describe, clarify, illustrate, or define an object, idea, concept or process.  It should not be persuasive.
· A fabricated topic/subject may not be used.
· A student may not use any portion of his/her Original Oratory or Expository Speaking speeches in this event.
· The maximum time of this event is ten (10) minutes.  There is no minimum time limit.  There is a 30-second grace period.  Students who exceed the time limit by more than thirty seconds should not be given first place in the round.
· No animal or other person(s) may be used as aids or aides.  Items of dress put on and removed during the course of the presentation are considered visual aids and may not be part of the contestant’s presentation.
· The speech should be memorized.

DRAMATIC INTERPRETATION
· The selection shall require no more than ten minutes.  There is a 30-second grace period.  Students who exceed the time limit by more than 30 seconds should not be given first place in the panel.  There is no official minimum time limit.
· The selection should be a cutting from a published work such as a novel, short story, play, or poetry.  Recorded material that is not printed and published is prohibited.  Monologues are acceptable.  The original source of the piece must be a published and a digital copy of the cutting should be available at the tournament for verification purposes.
· The selection should be serious in tone.
· The selections must be memorized.  Students are free to move, but should remember that this is a contest in interpretation, and not in solo acting.

PROSE INTERPRETATION (VARSITY and  NOVICE DIVISIONS)
· The selection shall require no more than ten minutes.  There is a 30-second grace period.  Students who exceed the time limit by more than 30 seconds should not be given first place in the panel.  There is no official time limit.
· Prose includes fiction (short stories, novellas, novels) and non-fiction (articles, essays, journals, biographies).
· A manuscript is required.  The use of the manuscript as a prop is allowed.
· Eye contact with the audience during the performance should at least be at a 50/50 ratio.
· The selection must come from a single-published source.  The original source of the piece must be present and a digital copy of the cutting should be available at the tournament for verification purposes.
· The performer should remain in one place with motion limited to the waist up.

DUET ACTING
· Selections shall be cuttings from a single source such as a single novel, short story, play, poem, or screenplay.  No contestant may use the same literary source that he/she/they used in previous competitive seasons.
· The material may be humorous, dramatic, or a combination of the two.
· Each performer may play one or more characters so long as the performance responsibility in the cutting remains as balanced as possible.
· The selection shall require no more than ten minutes.  There is a 30-second grace period.  Students who exceed the time limit by more than 30 seconds should not be given first place in the panel.
· The interpretation must be delivered from memory; no notes, prompting, or scripts shall be permitted.  No costumes or props shall be permitted.  During the performance, contestants may look directly at each other.  Contestants are encouraged to touch and make eye contact during any part of the performance.
· Two chairs will be allowed for use as props or to facilitate blocking and to create levels, atmosphere, and environment.




PROGRAMMED ORAL INTERPRETATION
· Competitors may mix selections from prose, poetry, and drama together to create one theme.  The competitor must use at least two of the three literature types.  The delivery of the entire program must be delivered from a manuscript.
· The selection shall require no more than ten minutes.  There is a 30-second grace period.  Students who exceed the time limit by more than 30 seconds should not be given first place in the panel.
· Movement during the performance is allowed.  The manuscript may be used as a prop during the performance.
· The focus of the event is to develop a theme or argument through the use of narrative, story, and/or characterization.

IMPROMPTU SPEAKING
· The total time given to each speaker shall not exceed seven (7) minutes.  There is a 30-second grace period.  Students who exceed the time limit by more than 30 seconds should not be given first place in the panel.  Participants will use this time for both presentation and delivery.  The time begins immediately after the student selects his/her/their topic.
· Students may take notes during their preparation but may not have their notes with them during the delivery of the speech.
· The judge will show the student three choices from which the student will select one which he/she/they will prepare and deliver the speech within the allotted seven-minute time period.
· Once a participant sees the topic, he/she/they must remain in the room and  may not converse with any other individual until his/her/their presentation is completed.
· The tournament director will prepare topics which are varied.  They may come from such areas as objects, holidays, aphorisms, abstract nouns, famous people, fictional people, or any other thematic group that is appropriate for high school competition.  Participants are encouraged to relate to the topic by adapting it to the thesis.

STORYTELLING
· A single published story, anecdote, tale, myth, or legend must be retold without notes or props.  A copy of the source should be present at the tournament for verification purposes.
· The student may  not tell a story used previously by him/her/them in any debate tournament.
· The delivery should be extemporaneous, not read.  Memorization is not required.
· No book or script may be used during the presentation.
· The contestant may not add original material and may not change the original intent of the story.
· The maximum time is five (5) minutes, but the story may be more brief without penalty.  There is a 30-second grace period.  Students who exceed the time limit by more than thirty seconds should not be given first place in the round. 
· An introduction must be included within the five minute time limit.

FLIGHT B EVENTS

ORIGINAL ORATORY
· The oration shall require no more than ten minutes.  There is a 30-second grace period.  Students who exceed the time limit by more than 30 seconds should not be given first in the panel.  There is no official minimum time limit.
· The oration may be on any appropriate subject and must be the original work of the student with no more than 150 words of the oration used as a direct quotation from another speech or writing.
· An original copy of the Oratory must be present at the tournament for verification purposes.  The copy should include a current bibliography of all sources used.  The copy may be digital as long as it is easily accessible.  
· The performance must be memorized.

EXTEMPORANEOUS SPEAKING (VARSITY and NOVICE DIVISIONS)
· The tournament director will prepare a list of topics on current foreign and domestic issues.  The student will draw three questions and return two before he/she/they begin his/her/their preparation period.
· The student will have thirty minutes of time to prepare his/her/their speech.  There is a 30-second grace period.  Students who exceed the time limit by more than 30 seconds should not be given first place in a panel.
· The student may use one note card with a maximum of fifty words on it.
· The student is responsible for providing his/her/their own extemp file, which may include published books, magazines, newspapers, journals and articles from those sources, provided they are intact originals or copies of the originals and that there is no written material on the original or the copy.  The student may prepare a topical index without annotation for his/her use.
· Extemporaneous Speaking files will be inspected by tournament staff at some point before or during the competition.
· Laptop computers and tablet devices may be used by delegates, but may not be used to receive information for competitive advantage from non-competitors (coaches, assistant coaches, teammates, other students, etc.) inside or outside of the room in which the competition occurs.

DECLAMATION
· The selection has a maximum time of ten minutes.  It must be memorized.  There is a 30-second grace period.  Students who exceed the time limit by more than 30 seconds should not be given first place in the panel.
· A selection in Declamation must have been originally delivered as a speech as a speech by its author, a person other than the present speaker.
· The event is only open to 9th and 10th grade students.
· The speaker should convey the original author’s message in a sincere, honest and realistic manner.  Attempts at dramatization rather than communication should be avoided.
· A copy of the Declamation must be present at the tournament for verification purposes.

DUO INTERPRETATION
· The selection shall require no more than ten (10) minutes.  There is a 30-second grace period.  Students who exceed the time limit by more than thirty seconds should not be given first place in the round.
· The selection shall be a cutting from a single published work of literature.  Recorded material that is not published is not acceptable.  Lines which are attributed to a character in the published material may not be attributed to another character in the performance.  The original of the piece must be present at the tournament for verification purposes.
· Participants will establish focus for the other character, but except for during the introduction, eye contact is not allowed.
· The selection must be memorized.
· The two performers may play one or more characters as long as the performance of the two competitors remains as balanced as possible.
· Participants should react to each other’s verbal and nonverbal expressions, but they may not touch each other.  Touching during the introduction, however, is accepted.

POETRY INTERPRETATION (VARSITY and NOVICE DIVISIONS)
· The selection shall require no more than ten (10) minutes.  There is a 30-second grace period.  Students who exceed the time limit by more than thirty seconds should not be given first place in the round.
· A performer may use a single poem, or a program of multiple poems centered around a theme.  Appropriate transition material is required and is a part of the ten-minute time limit.
· A manuscript is required.  Use of the manuscript as a prop is allowed.
· The poetry must come from a published source or sources which must be accessible at the tournament for verification purposes.
· Eye contact with the audience during the performance  should at least be at a 50/50 ratio.
· The performer should remain in one place with motion limited to the waist up.

HUMOROUS INTERPRETATION
· The selection shall require no more than ten minutes.  There is a 30-second grace period.  Students who exceed the time limit by more than thirty seconds should not be given the first place in the panel.
· The selection shall be a cutting from a published work such as a novel, short story, play or poetry.  Recorded material that is not printed and published is prohibited.  Monologues are acceptable.  The original source of the piece must be present at the tournament for verification purposes.
· The selection must be memorized.  Students may move in any direction, but should remember that this is a contest in interpretation, not in solo acting.
· The performance should be funny.  Otherwise, what is the point?

EXPOSITORY SPEAKING
· The speech must be an original composition of the contestant designed to inform, not to entertain primarily.  A Copy of the speech must be present at the tournament for verification purposes.
· The speech should describe, clarify, illustrate, or define an object, idea, concept or process.  It should not be persuasive.
· A fabricated topic/subject may not be used.
· A student may not use any portion of his/her/their Original Oratory or Informative Speaking speeches in this event.
· The maximum time of this event is five (5) minutes.  There is no minimum time limit.  There is a 30-second grace period.  Students who exceed the time limit by more than thirty seconds should not be given first place in the round.
· No note cards, audio aid, or visual aids are allowed.  No animal or other person(s) may be used as aids or aides.  Items of dress put on and removed during the course of the presentation are  considered visual aids and may not be part of the contestant’s presentation.
