How to create a standing conflict in tabroom
You probably don’t want to judge any competitor you know well. We don’t want you to, either! By setting up a “standing conflict”, you can prevent tabroom.com from assigning you to judge your own student, or another you know well.
Before you begin, please note that you should NOT set a standing conflict against a school in the CBSR, including your own.
1. Log into your tabroom.com account, then click on your email address in the upper right corner.
2. Locate the blue button labeled “Standing Conflicts” on the right side of the screen and click it. (Your screen will look a little different than the example below.)
3. You can search for the student by last name or email address.
a. Email address is the better option, if you know it.
b. If you search by last name, be sure the first name AND the school are correct. (The example shows just a fraction of the “Smiths” out there!)
4. Click the “Conflict” button. That’s it!
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
