REMINDERS 
1. Your signed HSL Membership Form must be submitted and your HSL dues and registrations fees 

for this tournament must be paid before your school can participate. 
2. Postings will be announced through your TabRoom account to both competitors and judges. You 

may need to verify through the TabRoom website if you are first flight or second flight. 
3. We will be using two (2) judges for each room at this tournament. Students should wait outside of 

the room until at least one judge is present. They should not begin the round until BOTH judges are 
present. 

4. ALL contestants entered in Public Forum and Lincoln-Douglas Debates must check in with the 
judges prior to the beginning of each round. The second panel of debaters should wait outside the 
room or return to the student lounge until the first panel has completed the debate. 

5. Debaters should decide BEFORE the debate begins how they plan to share evidence: NSDA 

share.tabroom.com; email chain, paper copies, thumb drives, etc. Shared evidence must be cut as per 

NSDA’s requirements for sharing evidence. 
6. It is the responsibility of the first affirmative speaker(s) in the round to write the codes, on the 

correct side, on the board in the classroom. Any deviation from the TabRoom posting will result in 
an automatic loss of the round for ALL competitors involved. DON’T ERASE THE BOARDS until the 
start of the next round. You might suggest to your judges to take a picture of the names, codes and 
side debated to make sure it aligns with their ballot. 

7. Once the debate has begun, someone’s time should be running down. If you are speaking, your speech 

time should be running. If you are asked for evidence that you just read in a round, your prep time should 

be running. 
8. Debaters should never debate the same competitor more than once in a single tournament. 
9. All contestants in Lincoln-Douglas Debate will have an equal number of pre-assigned affirmative 

and negative rounds, unless given a bye. Round 3 will be flip for sides.  
10. A debate contestant that has a bye in any round may NOT watch a debate in their category (LD or 

PF). 
11. Absolutely no food or drink other than a capped water bottle is allowed in any classroom.  

Do not use any trashcan in the classrooms. 



12. Observers are allowed and encouraged to watch.  Observers may flow debates until Jan. 1.  Please 
be supportive of all competitors. 

13. Don’t leave valuables unattended. 
14. The “coach-in-charge” should be present on campus at all times. 
15. RESOLUTIONS 

• PUBLIC FORUM DEBATE (BEGINNING and ADVANCED)  NSDA 2025 November/December 
PFD Topic “Resolved: The United States federal government should require technology companies 
to provide lawful access to encrypted communications."   

• LINCOLN-DOUGLAS DEBATE (NOVICE and CHAMPIONSHIP): NSDA 2025 November/ 
December LD Topic “Resolved: The United States ought to rewild substantial tracts of land."  

16. Certificates will be presented to participants in debate events who earn wins from more than half 
of their judges and to the top 30% of all congressional debaters. Two team plaques will be awarded: 
one for the school with the greatest number of wins and the other for highest percentage of wins. 
Teams must have at least five (5) entries to qualify for the overall team trophies. 

17. Please maintain the cleanliness of your area.  We are guests of this school and if we want to return, 
you must assist in keeping the campus clean. To facilitate this, every coach should bring trash bags 
and cleaning supplies to the tournament. Please put your rubbish in your own trash bag and 
place in the nearest dumpster at the end of the tournament so as not to overload existing 
trash cans. At the end of the tournament wipe down the tables you used. 

18. CLEANING ASSIGNMENTS:  In an effort to leave the school campus in the same shape as when we 
arrived, we have assigned each school a few competition rooms to be in charge of. Specifically, the 
HSL asks that any furniture moved during competition be reset, the boards erased of our 
information, and trash cans emptied.  You and your students may want to check out your assigned 
room(s) (take a picture of the desk arrangements) at the beginning of the day so you can reset them 
correctly.
