A Bill to Discontinue the Banned Book System

BE IT ENACTED BY THE CONGRESS HERE ASSEMBLED THAT:
SECTION 1.	The banned book system will no longer be in use in the United States and all territories. All previously banned books will be unbanned
SECTION 2.	A. Book banning, a form of censorship, occurs when private individuals, government officials or organizations remove books from libraries, school reading lists or bookstore shelves because they object to their content, ideas or themes.
SECTION 3.	The institute of museum and library services will oversee the implantation of this bill. 
                          Schools and libraries in violation of this bill will be fined $5,500 per violation.
                          Congress will allocate $700 million to fund libraries.
SECTION 4.	This bill will go into effect in July, 2026.  
SECTION 5. 	All laws in conflict with this legislation are hereby declared null and void.
