A Bill to Implement an Annual Renewal 
Test for Elder Drivers
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	BE IT ENACTED BY THE CONGRESS HERE ASSEMBLED THAT:
SECTION 1.	Adults over the age of 65, that wish to continue to drive, must take and pass a mandatory annual test to renew their license to drive a non-self driving vehicle.
SECTION 2.	A non-self driving vehicle shall be defined as a vehicle that requires a human driver to operate and control the vehicle’s movement, navigation, and other driving functions.
SECTION 3.	The Department of Motor Vehicles (DMV) shall oversee implementation of this bill.
A. This mandatory test shall be developed and administered by the Department of Motor Vehicles.
B. Funding amounting to  shall be reallocated from the Department of Defense for development of the test. 
SECTION 4.	This legislation will take effect on July 1, 2026. All laws in conflict with this legislation are hereby declared null and void.
