e Duo Acting ® Poetry

e Extemporaneous Speaking ® Prose

e Humorous Interpretation e Storytelling

ENTRY FEES

The cost for students to participate in individual events is $6, with Duo Acting and
Improvisational Duo charging $12. Students may enter into up to three categories. Checks
should be made out to SCAPA and must be turned in at registration the morning of the
tournament.

DEADLINES

All entries are due in Tabroom by 10pm EST on WEDNESDAY, JANUARY 7th, 2026. No
additions or changes can be made after this point.

JUDGES

Teams are required to provide 1 judge for every 6 entries into the competition. 6 entries = one
judge, 7 entries = 2 judges, etc. Remember that Duo Acting and Improvisational Duo count as 1
entry here. We need your judges! Any judge drops will be charged $50 each. Judge substitutions
are free. Your judges should be familiar with KHSSL rules and ballots and are expected to be
available to pick up a round of competition if another judge drops their round (up to three prelim
rounds and one final round). Please email Katie Donohue (katherine.donohue@fayette.kyschools.us)
if you have judges with special concerns. This will help with overall flow of the tournament.
Remember, all judges will be considered for all events and should be prepared for competition
accordingly. ALL JUDGES MUST HAVE A TABROOM.COM ACCOUNT IN ORDER
TO BE REGISTERED TO JUDGE - WE WILL BE USING ONLINE BALLOTS.

DROP FEES

Teams will be assessed an additional drop fee of $5 per entry after Friday, January 9th at
10pm EST. As noted above, any judge drop will result in a $50 fine.

AWARDS

Awards will be given for the top six competitors in each category. Team awards will be given as
well.
