A BILL TO BAN DISPOSABLE VAPES
BE IT ENACTED BY THE STUDENT CONGRESS HERE ASSEMBLED THAT:
SECTION 1,	Those tobacco delivery devices; better known as “disposable vapes”, are a hazard 		and dangerous to the health and welfare of the American people, especially young 		people.  As such, 21 U.S. Code § 387a, (the Tobacco Control Act (also known as 		the Family Smoking Prevention and Tobacco Control Act, (Pub. L. 111–31), is 			hereby amended to require the complete ban of the sale, distribution, or use of any 		“disposable vapes” product.

SECTION 2, 	A “disposable vape” is defined as a single-use, all-in-one device that comes pre-			charged and pre-filled with e-liquid, designed for immediate use and disposal 			once it runs out of battery or vape juice;

SECTION 3,	The Departments of Health and Human Service (FDA), Treasury, and Justice will oversee implementation of this legislation;
SECTION 4,	This law will take effect immediately upon passage;
SECTION 5,	All laws in conflict with this legislation are hereby declared null and void.











RESOLUTION B
A RESOLUTION TO REQUIRE ALL SCHOOLS IN THE UNITED STATES TO PREFER AND FINANCIALLY SUBSIDIZE TEACHING COURSES LEADING TO HUMANITIES MAJORS INSTEAD OF ENCOURAGING COURSES IN WHAT ARE COMMONLY CALLED “STEM” MAJORS

BILL C
A Bill to Increase the Retirement Age


BE IT ENACTED BY THE CONGRESS HERE ASSEMBLED THAT:
SECTION 1.	Let the minimum age for Social Security pension eligibility for all 
individuals under the age of 55 be increased from 62 to 65 years of age and the full retirement benefits age be raised from 67 to 70 until Section 4 of this bill comes to fruition. 
SECTION 2.	Let the retirement eligibility age for individuals from ages 55 to 59 be
 increased by one year every year, until these individuals reach the age of 
60.  
SECTION 3.	Let all individuals who are already eligible for or are already receiving 
		social security retirement benefits be unaffected by this bill. 
SECTION 4.	The Social Security Administration shall oversee this legislation, assess 
the success of these changes made so far, do an analysis of the impact on the Social Security Trust Fund, reassess the projection of the shortfall, impact on poverty rates among seniors, and determine whether additional changes should be made, including whether or not to alter the way the Social Security is financed. Reports should be published every five years to ensure timely insights. 
SECTION 5. This legislation will take effect on January 1, 2026.
SECTION 6. All laws in conflict with this legislation are hereby declared null and void.














BILL D
A Bill to Prevent a Government Shutdown and to Ensure Continuity of Government Services


BE IT ENACTED BY THE CONGRESS HERE ASSEMBLED THAT:
SECTION 1.	If Congress fails to pass an appropriations bill or continuing resolution (CR) before the start of a new fiscal year, an automatic continuing resolution (ACR) shall take effect
SECTION 2.	The automatic continuing resolution shall: 
	A. Fund the federal government at the previous year’s fiscal levels,   
	  adjusted for inflation as measured by the consumer price index (CPI-U).
	  and shall,	
	B. Remain in effect until Congress passes new appropriations or
   continuing resolution legislation. It shall
C. Apply to all federal agencies and programs unless otherwise specified 
     by law.
SECTION 3.	The Office of Management and Budget (OMB) shall oversee the implementation of the ACR.
 A. OMB shall notify Congress within 24 hours of an ACR taking effect. 
 B. Federal agencies and programs shall submit monthly reports to the
    OMB on their operations under the ACR.
SECTION 4.	Penalties for Congressional inaction: 
A. Members of Congress shall have their salaries suspended for each day
    the government is funded under an ACR.
 B. Salaries suspended under this section shall not be paid retroactively. 
SECTION 5. 	This legislation will take effect on January 1, 2026
SECTION 6.	 All laws in conflict with this legislation are hereby declared null and void
