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A Bill to Prohibit the Censorship of Information in High Schools
BE IT ENACTED BY THis uil CONGRESS HERE ASSEMBLED THAT:

Section 1.
A bill to prohibit the censorship of information in high schools by prohibiting the blocking of websites, the limitation of books with ¨sensitive¨ topics, or the removal of events or ideologies in curricula.
Section 2.
Censorship can be defined as the suppression or prohibition of any parts of books, films, news, etc.
Section 3.
Implementation and enforcement of this bill will be overseen by the Department of Education and the Department of Justice. 

A. The inherent difference between sensitive and inappropriate will be monitored by the DoE. 

a. Sensitive topics include but are not limited to race, gender identity, sexuality, politics, religion, and historical events. 

b. Inappropriate materials are defined as content that is pornographic, promotes illegal activity, incites violence, or poses a legitimate threat to student safety. Such materials may still be restricted. 

B. If a school is investigated and found guilty of censoring information on school-issued devices, a book, or a curriculum, the school will face a 25% (roughly $300,000 per school) cut in federal funding per school per year. 

C. The funds that do not go into the school system will be put towards public libraries across the nation.
SECTION 4.
 This legislation will take effect on January 1st, 2026.
Section 5. 
All laws in conflict with this legislation are hereby declared null and void.
