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A Bill to Codify Supreme Court Ethics and Recusal Reform 
BE IT ENACTED BY THis uil CONGRESS HERE ASSEMBLED THAT:

Section 1.
A binding Code of Conduct shall be adopted to strengthen public trust in the judiciary by establishing enforceable ethical standards for Supreme Court Justices, requiring the disclosure of potential conflicts of interest and creating uniform recusal procedures.
Section 3.
The Judicial Conference of the United States shall draft and adopt the Code of Conduct which shall include:
A. Prohibition on receiving gifts, travel, or financial benefits from parties with business before the court.  
B. Ban on undisclosed financial relationships with litigants, amici, or political organizations
C. Public disclosure of speaking fees, outside income, and reimbursements.

D. Justices must file annual public reports detailing assets, investments, outside income exceeding $1000, gifts, hospitality, sponsored travel exceeding $250

E. Justices must recuse themselves from any case in which they or an immediate family member has financial interest in the outcome or

Or they have received significant gifts, donations or financial benefits.

F. A bipartisan Judicial Ethic Review Board shall review financial disclosures, investigate ethics complaints, issue public advisory opinions on recusal disputes.
G. Failure to comply with disclosure requirements may result in: public reprimand, referral to Congress for further action, restrictions on outside income. 

SECTION 4.
This bill shall take effect immediately upon passage.

Section 5. 
All laws in conflict with this legislation are hereby declared null and void.
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
