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A Bill to Require Driver’s Education 
for All High School Graduates
BE IT ENACTED BY THis uil CONGRESS HERE ASSEMBLED THAT:

Section 1.
Beginning with the graduating class of 2029, students must complete a certified driver’s education course to receive a high school diploma.
Section 2.
Driver’s education shall be defined as a formal learning program, in-person or online, that teaches individuals the necessary knowledge and skills to operate a motor vehicle safely and responsibly, including traffic laws, vehicle operation, and defensive driving techniques.
Section 3.
The Department of Education along with the Department of Transportation and Department of Public Safety shall set the minimum standard for driver’s education.
A.  There will be classroom instruction and safety training included.

B.  The course will be intended to last one 45-minute class period over one semester.

C.  For each graduating class it is estimated to cost 350 million dollars. This will come from the Federal Highway Administration. 
SECTION 4.
Standards must be set within 12 months of enactment; compliance is required by the 2028-2029 school year; effective for the class of 2029 onward. 

Section 5. 
All laws in conflict with this legislation are hereby declared null and void.
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
