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A Bill to Preserve the Integrity of the Judicial System
BE IT ENACTED BY THis uil CONGRESS HERE ASSEMBLED THAT:

Section 1.
In all civil justice court cases, the non-prevailing party will pay the costs of the case for both parties involved.
Section 2.
A. For the purpose of this bill, the costs of going to court include but are not limited to lawyer fees, document certification fees, fees for filing claims, cost for notarizing any documents, cost for transportation and missed working days. For any other requested reimbursements, you must get your judge's approval. Proof of purchase/cost must be provided to be added to the running tab. The tab will be reimbursed at the case's closure.

B. For a lawsuit to be under the jurisdiction of this bill, the case must be presented before a judge and no settlement taken.
Section 3.
This legislation will be enforced by the Department of Justice, specifically its sub-agency, the Department of Justice Civil Rights Division.
SECTION 4.
This bill will take effect January 1, 2026. 

Section 5. 
All laws in conflict with this legislation are hereby declared null and void.
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
