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A Bill to Allow Income-Taxed Minors to Vote
BE IT ENACTED BY THis uil CONGRESS HERE ASSEMBLED THAT:

Section 1.
Minors who pay a Federal Income Tax and are 16 years of age or older by the end of the Federal fiscal year, may vote in Federal Elections.
Section 2.
The Federal Fiscal Year for individuals and sole proprietorships is December 31; and September 30 for other businesses.  

Paying Federal Income Tax is defined as a return exceeding the threshold for that year.  The threshold for single, under 65 in 2024 is $14,600.
Section 3.
The Federal Election Commission (FEC) will oversee the enforcement of this bill by referencing the Internal Revenue Service (IRS) data.  The state election office will further oversee the enforcement of this bill.  
A. Each state election commission will provide the proper paperwork for said voter registration. 
B. Said state election commission will verify the applicant’s eligibility by requesting verification from the IRS.
SECTION 4.
This bill will go into effect beginning with the 2026 tax year.   

Section 5. 
All laws in conflict with this legislation are hereby declared null and void.
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
