Dear Speech, Debate, and Congress Coaches/Students:

Trinity High School and the Wyatt Debate League are proud to invite you to The Shamrock Invitational!

Entry registration will be managed through our tournament site at www.tabroom.com. In order to register, you will need to create a user account at that site if you do not have one.   Registration can be accessed at http://shamrockinvitational.tabroom.com

TOURNAMENT DETAILS:
NOTE:  We are hosting a CLASSIC THREE-ROUND TOURNAMENT.

We will allow debaters to double out with ONE individual speech event with the exception of Extemp, Broadcasting, and Congress. 

Students who enter in debate should understand that debate comes FIRST. Students who enter Congress should understand that speech events come first. 

Judges, DEBATERS need to take priority in rounds, even over triple entered students. 

We will include varsity rounds in individual events and will feature all KHSSL speech events: Broadcasting (round I commercial, round II three-minute student prepared news, and round III Breaking News) Declamation, Dramatic Interpretation, Duo Interpretation, Extemporaneous Speaking, Humorous Interpretation, Impromptu Speaking, Improvisational Duo, Informative Speaking, Oratory, Poetry, POI, Prose,  and Storytelling. 

The debate portion of the tournament will include Lincoln Douglas, Public Forum, and Extemporaneous Debate If there is enough interest, we will offer novice divisions as well. Novice divisions apply to only students in their first year of competition, not first year of debate. If necessary, we will collapse divisions, but we will try to pair novices with novices as much as possible. 

Entry Deadline:
All entries must be entered by January 14 at 8 PM. After this time, a fee will occur. 

Debate topics:

January LD topic for both divisions: 

Resolved: The possession of nuclear weapons is immoral.

January topic for PF for both divisions: 
Resolved: The People’s Republic of China should substantially reduce its international extraction of natural resources.

Congressional Debate: Students wishing to submit legislation must do so by Monday, January 12th at 5 P.M. so that we can give competitors as much time as possible to prepare.  Legislation packets will be supplemented with NSDA legislation, and a docket will be set by the tournament randomly. 

ENTRIES:
You may enter as many students per event as you like; the top three competitors from your team in each event will count toward team sweepstakes. Congress will be included in the separate overall debate sweepstakes. Students may only TRIPLE enter in speech. 

ENTRY FEES:
Congress, Lincoln Douglas debate, and Individual Events entries are $6.00 per entry. Duo Interpretation, Improvisational Duo, and Public Forum are $12.00 per entry. Please make checks out to Trinity High School Speech and Debate. 

Wyatt Debate League Schools, Pedro Sanchez-Villa and I will figure out your expenses for DEBATE ONLY. You are still responsible for speech expenses. 

We will provide lunch for Wyatt Debate League students as normally offered.  We will follow up with you in a separate e-mail about that. 

We will have concessions available for purchase and Ramiro’s food truck (this will have vegetarian options, but please reach out if you have vegan needs). While there are plenty of places within walking distance, we will not hold rounds for students or coaches, and we cannot be responsible for orders placed.

The schedule for the DEBATE portion of the tournament will be as follows. Debaters will have small breaks in between rounds for lunch opportunities. THIS SCHEDULE IS SUBJECT TO CHANGE SHOULD ENTRIES DROP IN NUMBERS.  EXTEMP DEBATE WILL BE DOUBLE-FLIGHTED.  This means that competitors will debate in either the A or B slot.  Judges will judge both the A and B slot per round. 

Round 1:  8:30 a.m.-9:30 p.m.  Extemp Debate A will draw at 8, B will draw at 8:30.
Round 2:  10:00 a.m.-11:00 a.m. Extemp Debate A draw at 9:30, B will draw at 10.
Round 3:  11:30 a.m.-12:30 p.m. Extemp Debate draw at 11, B will draw at 11:30.
Round 4:  1:00 p.m.-2:00 p.m. Extemp Debate draw at 12:30, B will draw at 1.

Out Rounds pending the results of previous rounds. 

And here is the schedule for CONGRESS:
ROUND 1:  9:00-10:00 a.m.
ROUND 2:  11:00 a.m.-12:00 p.m.
LUNCH BREAK:  12:00 p.m.-1:15 p.m.
ROUND 3:  1:30 p.m.-2:30 p.m.
Supers to follow at 3:15, if needed.

JUDGES/FEES:
You must provide one judge for every six speech entries or fraction thereof; 1-6 entries = 1 judge; 7-12 entries = 2 judges, etc. Remember, Duo Interp and Improv Duo count as one entry in judges needed and as two entries in fees to pay ($5 per student = $10 per duo entry). Debate judges will be 1 for every two entries or fraction thereof. 

You may hire judges you do not provide for $40 each, but we want your judges, not your money! Your judges should be familiar with the KHSSL rules and ballots and should have linked tabroom accounts.
