A Resolution to Amend the Constitution to enact a Balanced Budget Amendment
RESOLVED,
By two-thirds of the Congress here assembled, that the following article is proposed as an amendment to the Constitution of the United States, which shall be valid to all intents and purposes as part of the Constitution when ratified by the legislatures of three-fourths of the several states within seven years from the date of its submission by the Congress:




ARTICLE 28
SECTION 1:
A. Total outlays for any fiscal year shall not exceed total receipts for that fiscal year, unless three-fifths of the whole number of each House of Congress shall provide by law for a specific excess of outlays over receipts by a rollcall vote.

B. Prior to each fiscal year, the President shall transmit to the Congress a proposed budget for the United States Government for that fiscal year in which total outlays do not exceed total receipts.


C. The Congress may waive the provisions of this article for any fiscal year in which a declaration of war is in effect, or the country is engaged in military conflict which causes an imminent and serious military threat to national security. Such waiver must be adopted by a majority of the whole number of each House, which becomes law. 


D. Total receipts shall include all receipts of the United States Government except those derived from borrowing. Total outlays shall include all outlays of the United States Government except for those for repayment of debt principal.

SECTION 2:
The Congress shall have power to enforce this article by appropriate legislation.
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Immigration Reform Act of 2017
BE IT ENACTED BY THE CONGRESS HERE ASSEMBLED THAT:

Section 1.
A. The Department of Homeland Security’s budget will be increased by 8 billion dollars, to enable the expansion of immigration detention centers, allow the pursuing of viable alternative to detention, and to expand the efforts of current visa-overstay removal operations.


B. The William Wilberforce Trafficking Victims Protection Reauthorization Act of 2008 is now hereby amended to allow the expedited removal of children not involved in human trafficking
C.  The budget increase will be approved only if the Department of Homeland Security:

I.  Support the maturation and sustainment of the National Network of Fusion Centers 

II. Facilitate close communication and coordination between the National Network of Fusion Centers and other Federal departments and agencies. 
Section 2.
A. Immigration detention is defined as the holding of illegal immigrants suspected of illegal entry or visa violations, until authorities produce a final decision. 


B. Fusion center shall be defined as an effort used to promote information sharing at the federal level and between state and local governments.
Section 3.
The Department of Treasury and the Internal Revenue Service will oversee all budgetary changes. 
SECTION 4.
This law will be enacted in Fiscal Year 2018.
Section 5. 
All laws in conflict with this legislation are hereby declared null and void.
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A Bill Promote Peace Between Pakistan and India
BE IT ENACTED BY THE CONGRESS HERE ASSEMBLED THAT:

Section 1.
A.  $1.1 billion in humanitarian and $150 million in military aid shall be allocated to India.

B. $1 billion in humanitarian and $250 million in military aid shall be allocated to Pakistan.

C. The aid shall be divided, and given in equal portions every year over a 5-year period. To qualify for the next portion of aid, each country must make efforts to demilitarize the Kashmir region and agree to bilateral negotiations, supervised by the United States.
Section 2.
A. Humanitarian aid is defined as any assistance used for humanitarian purposes, including but not limited to, food aid, water, and medical equipment. 


B.  Military aid is defined as assistance used to bolster a country’s defense efforts and capabilities.
Section 3.
The U.S. Department of State, U.S. Department of Defense, and USAID shall cooperate to enforce this legislation.

SECTION 4.
This legislation shall be implemented beginning in fiscal year 2018, with each subsequent portion given exactly one year later until the fiscal year 2023.

Section 5. 
All laws in conflict with this legislation are hereby declared null and void.
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
