ENTRIES: You may bring 4 competitors/teams in policy, LD and Public Forum, 3 competitors in Individual Events, 3 competitors in congress. 

JUDGES: You must bring 1 Individual Events judge for every 6 students or portion thereof, 1 Congress judge if you are bringing congress contestants, 1 LD judge for every 4 students or portion thereof, 1 Policy judge for every 2 teams or portion thereof, 1 Public Forum judge for every 4 teams or portion thereof.  

AWARDS: Awards will be given to the top 3 in each individual event

Orders of the Day:  

This body shall use Robert's Rules of Order, as they apply to National Forensic League guidelines.

1. This body shall act as a United States federal body.  

2. One Chairman/Chairwoman shall be elected every hour. The chairperson may appoint a timekeeper for the duration of his/her time as chair.

3. Legislation will be considered in the order listed on the legislative docket. 

4. Proponent speeches will last three minutes and may not be interrupted.  The proponent speech will be followed by a mandatory two-minute questioning period.

5. Rebuttal speeches will last three minutes.  Rebuttal speakers may yield only the unused portion of their time to the floor or to questions, not to other speakers.

6. After the proponent speech, rebuttal speeches shall alternate negative, affirmative, negative, etc.

7. Previous question may not be moved until at least two affirmative (including the proponent) and two negative speakers have been recognized.

8. Questions directed toward the speaker will count off the speaker's time.  As per NFL rules, questions are to go through the chair.  Points of Order and Personal Privilege do not count off the speaker's time.

9. All amendments shall be written and submitted to the Chair before they are to be considered. A motion to amend will require a 1/3 second.  Amendments must be of substance and must be germane to the topics being discussed. The author of the amendment is entitled to a one minute speech which will count toward priority.  The amendment must then be put to a vote.

10. No amendments to an amendment (second-order amendments) shall be allowed. 

11. An obstructionist may be removed by a 3/4 vote.

12. Strict priority will be maintained throughout the entire time convened.

13. No Objection to Consideration motions will be considered.  Speakers who wish to challenge the suitability of a piece of legislation will do so in a negative speech.  Arguments such as states’ rights and unconstitutionality should be grounds to vote in negation of a piece of legislation.

14. These orders of the day must be approved by the chamber, and may not be altered in any way without the express permission of the tournament director.  Any chamber which alters these rules will be ineligible for awards.
