Davis County Novice Tournament #2
Date: Tuesday, January 9, 2017
Location: Bountiful High, 695 S. Orchard Blvd, Bountiful 
Definition of Novice:  Students CANNOT have competed before this school year.  This means a student will have not competed before October 2017.
Events: National Extemp, Foreign Extemp, Oratory, and Lincoln Douglas ONLY
Number of Competitors:  There is no limit!  Bring ALL of your novices!

Oratory:  Per Utah Speech and Debate Association rules, oratories are originally written by the student giving the oratory, with no more than 10% of the speech being quoted material.  The topic of the oratory must be of “societal interest.” Speeches must have no more than 150 quoted words, and must have a list of sources consulted.
Extemp: Based on the number of entries, National and Foreign Extemp MAY be combined.  This has not been necessary in the past, and I do not anticipate that it will be again. 
Extemp Prep will be in room 101, on the lowest floor.  This is the Little Theater. 
Lincoln Douglas will use the January topic: “Resolved: Plea bargaining ought to be abolished in the United States criminal justice system.” Note that this is NOT the Novice topic.
Double Entering:  Double entering is NOT allowed at this tournament. 

Awards: Ribbons for places 1-10 in each event will be awarded. 
Judges:  Varsity student judges are welcome, and it is requested that you bring 2 varsity students for every 6 competitors, so that we can pair up those judges to enhance everyone’s experience.  One adult judge for every 6 competitors is fine.  We need some qualification for “varsity.” People are bringing students who are just in their second year, and aren’t actually varsity caliber.  We had MANY problems with ballots at the 1st Novice Tournament.  We also had students who refused to pair up with people from other schools, making assignments harder. For this tournament, we are defining “varsity” as a debater with 150 or more NSDA points.  Student judges who refuse to pair up with others will cause their team to be disqualified.

Food:  A meal will be provided for the coaches.  FOOD WILL NOT BE PROVIDED FOR THE JUDGES. There WILL BE limited concessions; students and judges looking for more than snack food will need to bring their own. 

Registration:  Please register your competitors and judges in TabRoom. Final entries and drops should be entered in TabRoom by Monday, January 8.  
Fee:  The fee is $3.50 per student, plus a $15.00 school fee.  Schools should pay Bountiful HS Debate via check or district transfer.
