Piano Events:
____Studio Festival: This is a MTNA program where students are evaluated on two performance pieces. Recommended for students that would benefit from a relaxed introductory to adjudication. This event is scheduled in March. Prerequisite: 6 months of piano studies Fee: $4.00. Due: October 10th
 ____Keyboard Gymnastics of Phoenix. This is an achievement program for piano students. Students are tested in the areas of Theory and Performance. Theory testing is conducted in the studio, and the performance is scheduled in May.  Recommended for students in early years of study Levels 1-4: Prerequisite: One year with the current teacher Fee: $4.00/event Due: October 10th Required: Workbook $19.95

____Arizona Study Program: The Arizona Study Program is a twelve year graded course of study developed by the Arizona State Music Teachers Association to provide for the development of musical performance, technique and theory. It requires continual work throughout the year. In the spring, there is an evaluation of the repertoire and technique requirements by a Master adjudicator and a written theory test. Recommended for students Level 5 and above. Prerequisite: 1 yr of study with current teacher Fee$15 Due: October 10th Required: Workbook $6.00
____Fall Festival. This program is a PMTA event. It is designed to give students the opportunity to be evaluated performing solo before a judge in a private audition.  Each student will receive a written critique and either a bronze, silver, or gold medal, or a participant's ribbon.  A recital of the Gold Medal winners with distinction and awards ceremony will be held the day following the auditions. Prerequisite: 1 year of piano with current teacher.  Fee: $18 Due: October 10th

____Music at the Mall: This program is a PMTA event. It is designed to provide a special opportunity for students of all ages to perform publicly and to showcase the accomplishments of students in our community. Prerequisite: None Fee: $6 before October 10th.

____Ensemble Concert: This is a PMTA event. It is designed to provide a unique ensemble performance opportunity for piano students using a variety of music genre as well as work with a conductor. Prerequisites: 2 years of piano, 8 years old. Fee: $12.00 due by October 10th.  Required: to attend 4 weeks of evening rehearsals (T/TH) or 4 Saturday morning rehearsals, and 1 Saturday rehearsal on the day of the concert. Purchase: the required music.  Date: February 27
