Cross Country Team.

Mr. Marconi has been perfecting a port-
able wireless telegraphy instrument for use
in the British army. In place of the high
wire that is used for stationary ‘receivers,
huge cylinders are used. These are said to
work satisfactorily for a distance of twenty
miles. The whole apparatus is mounted on
a Thornycroft steam motor carriage. Com-
munication can be maintained while the ma-
chine is in motion.
