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TECH-WORCESTER DUAL
MEET NEXT SATURDAY

Close Score in Favor of Tech
and Interesting Races

Expected.

Next Saturday, at Tech Field, a dual
track meet will be held between
Worcester Polytechnical Institute and
M. I. T. It will be the gala day for
track athletics, being the first time
this year that our men will be seen in
Intercollegiate competition.

Although there is little doubt that
Tech will carry away the honors, it
is not an assured fact by any means.
It is very hard to tell just what the
W. P. I. team may do as we only have
the records of a tr]iangular meet to
go by. In the sprints W. P. I. has
several good men and the races at
these distances will undoubtedly be
close. In the four-forty Tech seems
to have a decided advantage over her
opponents and should pllace well in
this event.

\When it comes to the longer dis-
tanees WV. P. I. is rather stronger
than in the other track events. In
the half and mile she has Capt. Keith.
who is a worthy opponent of Capt.
Germain, but Tech has a pretty
strong half-mile squad, and W. P. 1.
will have to show up very well to
score in this event. In the mile both
teams have men who cover the dis-
tance in about the same time, and
every one of the four laps should be
closely contested. In the two-mile
NW. P. I. has two men who will run
very close to, if not better, than the
best time shown by Tech men this
year.

Unless a surprise is in store, Tech
has nothing to fear in the hurdles. as
W. P. I. men have not done within a
second of that clocked at our Spring
meet.

Although Tech is rather weak in
the field events, TV. P. I. will not be
out of reach by any means. It seems
lprobable that W. P. I. will win the
hammer, but on the other hand Tech
should capture the discus, broad jump
and pole vault. Both the shot-put and
high jump will be very close and it
is impossible to pick the winner.

PROMINENT SPEAKERS TESTS MADE ON COPPER
AT JUNE CONFERENCE WIRE BY SENIORS

College Men From All Parts of
Globe at Northfield

This Summer.

.June 20th of next month will mark
the opening of the annual Student
Conference, held at Northfield, and
nlany college men are looking for-
ward to the few days they will spend
there as delegates from all of the fore-
most colleges in the East. Technol-
ogy as usual, will send a delegation,
and earnest efforts are being made to
send a large representation from the
Institute to the Conference. The
T. C. A. is most active in this work,
and the association hopes that it will
be able to send a larger delegation to
the conference than it did last year.
Any men who are interested are
asked to confer with AIr. L. R. Talbot,
the secretary of the T. C. A.

An unusually excellent program has
been arranged for the annual meeting
this summer. Some of the most noted
speakers from practically all parts of
the globe, will address the delegations
on many of the problems facing col-
lege work, and CollegeChristian Asso-
ciations.

Thesis Work of F. H. Achard
And H. E. Randall Arouses

Interest.

The copper wire that is strung in
the rear of the Union and which has
been causing so much comment of
late, is a part of the thesis work of
F. H. Achard and H. E. Randall. It is
well known among electrical en-
gineers that the resistance of large
copper wire is different for alternat-
ing and direct currents. This in large
nmeasure, especially at high frequency
of current, is due to skin effect. That
is to say rmost of the current is car-
ried by the outer layers while the
core of the wire may be carrying lit-
tle or no current, or even a current in
the opposite direction. Such an effect
is especially noticeable in wire of
large diameter such as four nought,
which has a diameter of .460 inches.
This effect has been both calculated
and measured for solid copper wire.

The object of the thesis of Achard
and Randall is to determine the
effects of currents of this kind upon
stranded awire and if possible bi-metal-
lic cable. To do this they had to con-
struct the lines noticed in the rear of
the Union as well as manufacture a
large slide w-ire brlidge with which to
measuire the increase of resistance
and inductance.
