MAINE WINS N. E. I. A A
CROSS-COUNTRY RUN

M. I. T. Finishes Fourth With 79—
Capt. A. F. Nye Leading
His Team.

Last Saturday the University of
Maine won the team honors in the
Annual Cross-Country Run of the
New England Intercollegiate Associa-
tion, beating out Dartmouth, the
nearest competitor, by 40 to 44. The
M. I. 'T; Team as a whole had a slump
and finished fourth with 79. Marceas
of Dartmouth won the run in fast
time, The first Tech man to score
was Capt. A, F. Nye, who finished
eighth, thus winning his “T". Capt.
Nye ran well throughout the race and
beat out his team-mate, H. S, Benson.
by a few yards. Benson ran well, but
fetl into too fast a clip at the begin-
ning, which later forced him to drop
back.

The whole troubie seems to have
peen that the plans of the course did
not show its exceedingly hiily nature.
The footing was good, but the cogrse
went from one up grade to another.
The times made show that it was not
a run of average difficulty. Twenty-
severt and a half minutes for 4.7 miles
would indicate that it averaged as bad
as the first two miles of the Tech
course at West Roxbury. There were
a number of spills. At the very be-
ginning F. 1. Cook, who fnished
third for Tech. tripped and C. H. Wil-
kins with several others piled up on
top of him. The worst part of the
run seems to have been through the
third mile, when, after almost a mile
of winding, up grade, the runners
were faced by a hill that dwarfs Larz
Anderson in grade and is about =
quarter of a mile in length.

The race was characterized by close
finishes. Cook finished in a group of
five men each a second hehind this
leader. Newlin did not run as ex-
pected. Generally finishing fourth, he
did not score, Guething beating him
out for sixth place by a second, after
a spirited fight at the finish. G. 5.
Lee and C. H, Wilkins both ran their
usual even race, finishing as expected,.

Teel's scoring men were Capt. Nye
8, H. S. Benson 9, 17, L, Cook 13. C. S.
Lee 17, G. H. Wilkins 32: total 79.

Meeting

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Freshman Temporary Chairman

We heartily approve the plan which
io being suggested for eliminating
the "sight unseen” choice of the
Freshman temporary chairman. The
idea is to have the Institute Commit-
tee, at the end of each wyear, elect
sophomore to preside over the next
incoming class until Field Day, when
the regular elections can take place.

There is no doubt that the present
system leaves much to be desired. The
selection becomes in part a “beauty
contest,” the men being lined up on
the platforim for inspection, and in
part a competition in silver-tongued
oratory on the part of the friends of
the candidates. We think neither
branch is conducive to securing the
best men., The fact tha excellent
officers have been elected in this way
is no argument for the system.

On the other side it may be urged
that cach class should be absolutely
self-governing. While not denying
the excelletice of this principle, we
think its abrogation for a few short
weeks advisable, considering the great
practical advantages to be obtained.

The Institute Committee would
have, on which to base their choice,
two whole years’ record of the men
considered, which is ample to insure
a good selection. This would also
eliminate the unfair advantage in the
contest for the permanent offices,
which now falls to the men selected
by the beauty-an-oratory competition,

A conference of noted illustrators
was called by the New York Times to
decide on the Type of Americal Girl.

ENGINEERING AND
SCIENTIFIC NOTES

In an endeavor to explain the burn-
ing in mid air of the Zepplin airship
Lz, Sir Hiram Maxim proposes the
theory that when any object is pro-
pelled through the air at 2 high speed
1t becomes charged with clectricity
and the familiar brush discharge re-
sults, which would often be sufficient
to ignite a mixture of gas and air. To
iliustrate his point he cites a unique
accident as follows:

“About thirty-five years ago a pow-
eriul tugboat belonging to Jersey
City was equipped with a new and ex-
tra strong boiler of the locomotive
type. When it was in position and
all the pipes connected it was filled
with water to the top gauge and fired,
but it appears that something was the
matter with the pressure gauge; it
failed to register anything but a low
pressure and the safety valve was also
out of order. The firing went on, and
when the engineer and stoker thought
they had about 40 pounds pressure
per square inch there was really a
pressure of about 4000 pounds in the
boiler.

“Under these conditions everything
was favorable for a very destructive
explosion, and when the pressure had
mounted beyond the strength of thé
weakest part of the boiler there was
a terrific report. The boiler broke
loose, tore its way through the deck,
went up like a rocket, and passed
across a wide street and the top of
the Erie Railway station, and fell to
the ground. The explosion took place
when the thermometer stood at ten
degrees below zero—foriy-two de-
grees of frost, as we say in England.

“As the boiler passed over the roof

of the railway station the lightning
arresters of all the telegraphic instru-
ments were one bhlaze of fire, It is
probable that a1l the steam and water
were out of the boiler by the time it
passed through the deck of the boat;
therefore the electrical disturbance
which caused the flash on the light-
ning arresters was produced by the
friction of the very dry air on the sur-
face of the boiler as it passed over
the station. and not by the escape of
the steam into the air.”
For destroying airships, Sir Hiram
adds, it would not be difficult to “pro-
vide projectiles large and small that
will give off bright sparks on their
flight,” He is of the opinion that “we
have come to end of our tether” in
regard to airships.

DR. FLEISCHER'S TALK

Says Americans Are Verging On
Despotism.

Yesterday Dr. Charles Fleischer
gave an interesting talk in Hunting-
ton Hall on the subject “Democracy
or Despotism.” He pointed out the
fact that America is fast losing its
passion for ideal democracy, and is
verging on the despotism, either of
rich capitalists, whose money may
control legislative bodies, or of the
economic socialists. The laiter are
the more dangerous of the two.

Dr. Fletscher said that the chief
fault of democracy lay in its failure
to recognize the superiority of the ex-
pert. His personal ideal of govern-
ment is a democracy which recog-
nizes the autocracy of specialists—an
autocracy not in the self-perpetuating
sense, but one which rises from the
masses by its own unusual ability,

POSTPONED TRIP TO
BE TAKEN TOMORROW

Civil Engineers Will Visit Common-
wealth Piers—Leave
Ar 2,30,

The trip which the Civil Engineer-
ing Society had intended to make to
the Commonwealth Pier last Friday
had to be postponed until tomorrow
afternoon. The party will meet on
the steps of Engineering A and leave
at 2.30

Piers 5 and 6, which are together
spoken of as Commonwealth Piers,
are undergoing construction at the
present time. Enough of Pier 5 was
completed last spring so that the
Hamburg American Line could land
freight and passengers there, and has
ben in use ever since. The pier is
1200 ieet long and 400 feet wide, hav-
ing a 50-foot concrete platform all
around the outside. Thiz leaves a
ground floor area of 1150 feet by 300
feet for the freight and passenger
sheds.

There is a freight shed along the
right of the pier as it is approached
from the shore, which is thte one be-
ing used by the Hamburg American
Line, Along the centre of the pier
is a passenger shed, separated from
the freight shed by two tracks and by
a light well overhead. This shed is
nearly completed. Along the left-
hand side of the pier is to be another
freight shed, which will also be sepa-
rated from the passenger shed by
railroad tracks and a light well, Only
the steel framework at the outer end
of this shed has been erected. The
curtain wall of this pier is built
around the retaining wall of an older
one,

Pier 6 is also nearing® completion.
Structures of brick and concrete are
erected on it, and have been leasd by
the Boston Fish Market Corporation
for a period of fifteen years. These
buildings, besides being arranged for
a fish market are quite imposing from
an architectural standpoint,

Those members who intend to take
the trip tomorrow will have a rare
opportunity of seeing piling, concrete
slab structure, and steel structure in
nearly all of its stages. Anyone hav-
ing a three o'clock class may join the
party by going to the South Station’
and then continuing on out Summer
Street.

CROSS-COUNTRY

Two Squads Run Over Course At
