AT CROSS COUNTRY

Graff Wins Two First Prizes At
Annual Handicap Run

Saturday.

M. G. Graff, '16, won first prize in
Annual Tech handicap cross-country
run last Saturday, making excellent
time, considering the bad conditions
under foot. R. G. Brown, '16, crossed
the line a few seconds 'behind him,
and A. C. Litchfield, '17, followed a
close third. F. L. Cook, '15, the only
scratch man, made the fourth best
time. The best actual time was also
made by Graff. Cups will be award-
ed to Graff, Brown and Litchfield,
first prize going to Graff and first and
second prizes to Brown and Litchfield
respectively, as the winner cannot
take two cups. The time for the
course was just 18 seconds slower
than the record-41 minutes, 38 sec-
onds-established in 1912 by A. F.
Nye, '15. Captain Cook's time was
only three-fifths of a second slower
than Brown's.

Twenty-eight runners competed in
the race, compared to seven of last
year, and all of them finished. The
handicaps varied from 1 min., 45
secs., to 8 mnin., according to the ex-
perience and showings of the men.
Some of those with large handicaps
were easily overtaken by those who
started later.

The runners were accommodated
at the Wakefield Y. M. C. A. Just
before the race Coach Kanaly gave
a short talk, encouraging the new
men by references to Litchfield and
others who made good on the team,
and urging them to bring out more
candidates. He said that this race
would show just where the men
stood, and how much work they
would have to put in to make the
team.

Some of the Freshmen made good
showings, especially Bradley, who
finished fourth. Much is to be ex-
pected of the cross country team this
year, and the results of the race are
very promising.

OF ENGINEERING

Mr. C. R. Towson Offers General
Solution For Industrial

Problems.
Friday at 1.30 in the Union, Mr.

Charles R. Towson of New York gave
the first T. C. A.- talk of the year,
speaking on the subject, "The Human
Side of 'tlhe Engineering Profession."
Mr. Towvsoh is the secretary of the
Industrial Department of the Na-
tional Y. M. C. A., and has made a
careful study of labor problems.

In beginning his talk, he mentioned
the demands that capital and labor
make on each other. The fact that
capital must have efficiency from the
laboring classes is generally known.
The demands of labor, however, are
hot as apparent as they would at first
seem. Many' people, including en-
gineers, believe that workmen strike
for "bigger wages and shorter hours";
while actually, even though they do
not perhaps realize it, the men want
fraternity. Mr. Towson affirmed that
the man who sees nothing deeper
than 'wages 'and hours should not,
and seldom does, occupy a controll-
ing position in the industries.

The purpose of the Y. M. C. A. is
to bring abouit the contact which will
give each class an understanding of
the other. It realizes that spiritual
force, "heart power," is necessary
for fraternity; and it has discovered
that young engineers gain a valuable
professional asset when they engage
in the Y. M. C. A. work, and meet
the men they will some day superin-
tend. A mutually beneficial result is
thus obtained.

Mr. Towson then mentioned some
of the great companies that are of-
fering educational opportunities for
their men, in order to hbring about
