TIME CARDS TO BE ‘
USED IN COURSE II

Department To Check Up Work
Of Dlechanical Engineering
Students Each Month

A new system for cheeking up the
time spent by the students in Course
1I has recently been instiluted by Pro-
fessor Miller, head of the deparimena,
whereby the students reccord on cards
the amount of time ziven 10 each sub-
ject, in bolh preparation and exercise.
These cards are given out at Lhe first
of every month, and will be Jdue at
the end ¢f each month, and are so ar-
ranged that they represent ihe actlual
time spent, whether at. night or dur-
ing the day. They will be filed and
used for reference in delermining in
the future what shall be ihe proper
amount of preparation lor a given
suhject.

The cards were given cul for ithe
first time al t(he heginnlhg of March
fo the Juniors only. Hereufler the
second- and lourth-year men as well
will receive them, and the sysiem
is lo go into imemediate operation. By
this means, a complete record wiil
henceforth be kept of overy man's
work for the whole course with ihe
exceplion of freshman yeur,

It is thought that the new arrange-
ment will be of greal convenience 1o
botht the facully and the students, Tt
will not ouly enable lhe proflessors to
see al a glance what a man is doing,
hut will give the individual siudent
an opportimily to sec for himself what
he ig doing, The obhject is {0 adhere
ag striclly as possible {o {le sched-
ule worked out by ihe facully as to
the proper amount of time that should
be devoted 1o eich subject. IF it is
found 1hat praclicatly all the men are
taking more Lthan the specified time in
the preparation of some subject, the
cards will largely assist the iaculty
in determining whether the studentis
are inefficient or the iime allotted i
too shorl for the work required.

FRESHMEN TAKE TESTS

Carnegie Foundation Will Give
Exams Saturday

Saturday, the Carnegle Institute fom
the Advancement of Learning will
give the first of two examinations to
a group of forly ireshmen, for the
purpovse of determining the amount of
general knowledge a student at that
stage oi the game possesses.  The
participants have Dbeen chosen by
Dean Buarion where accurate records
of work al preparatory school were
availavle, and for that reason, nearly
all of the forty come from local in-
stitutions. The tesis, lasting f{rom
nine antil siv wilhh one hour recess,
will in no way resemble the usual
exams required for cenirance to col-
lege,

Tieh student will be given his rat-
ing among ihe forty and will re-
ceive a speciul reporl alonyg any lines
of slrensth or weakness which ap-
pear, The moen taking the lests will
he excusced from their rogulne classey
and  will receive ithree dolars  for
(heir services. Similar tegts  have
heen carrvied on in other colloges, and
the men will thus be enabled o seo
how thev stand in comparison with
olher students.,

FINAL DISCUSSION
OF HONOR SYSTEM

Institute Committee To Put Ques-
tion To Student Body
Soon

At the mcetling of the Insititute
Commitiee to be held Thursday aft-
ernoon at 5.00 o'cliock in 8 Engineer-
ing C, the final discussion of the
adoption of the Henor System will
iake place. The conimiltec, which has
been appointed to investigate the
working of this system in other in-
stitutions and te suggest o form
adaptable to Lthe Inslilute, has oblain-
ed some of the foilowing information:

They find that the Honor Sysitem
is being used today in 123 colleges
and universities in the United States,
among which the Cuarnezie Instilute,
Stevens Institute, and Thorp Poly-
technic, are similar to the Institule.
Carnell, Columbia, Leland Stlanford
and Princeton, and others of the Tar-
gest colleges also have adopled this
idea. In every instance, ilie commit-
tee has received favorable replies con-
cerning the workings of this system
in the Ingtitutions with which they
have corresponded. E, L, Shea, chair-
man of the Monor Commititee of
Princetan, says:  “We congider the
Honor System successful {o the high-
est degree. The students regard it
as one of the finesl inslitutions of
our universily. We cannot recom-
mend it too highly.” 1. F. Rogers,
chairman at Colgate, writes: “We feei
that the Honor Sysiem is filling an
absolute parl of ilhe life of the ingli-
tation.”” @G. M. Hayves, chairman at
Williams, stales: ‘““The sysiemn has
been highly successful ever since ils
adopiion here in 1896. Such a test as
it has been given here in twenty
vears, shows it Lo he a most eficient
and easily conducted system.”

Considerable discussion and agita-
tion of the Honor Sysiem have re-
sulted from ils consideration by the
Institute Committee and it is prob-
able that wilhin the next few weeks
the matter wiil be presented to the
student bodv for consideration and
voting, Before ihat time, however,
it is proposed to fully explain the
workings of Lhe system so that every
man may have an intelligent concep-
1ion of its purpose.
