In colloquial style Japanese, 7%, %, ~, and some usage of IZ (place and purpose in this table) of A-type particles
are usually omitted, while in written language except informal e-mails or SNS messages, omission never occurs.
This omission occurs very frequently, expecially immediately beore predicates. The omission of /% is also

frequent(but less frequent than type B particles).
In our course, in order for you to get used to particles, we basically don’t omit actually omissible particles.

However, we sometimes show examples particles are omitted. You can hear other examples in Japanese movies
and so on easily.
We apologize this inconsistency, but we expect our policy will be more helpful when you actually come to Japan.
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
