Apostolic Vision and Mission

Prophetic Passion and Direction

We are shaped by the character of Christ and directed by the Spirit to faithfully challenge Idolatry with the
Glory of Father-God, Ignorance with the Truth of Christ, and Injustice with Grace and Goodness.

“contagious insight,” and are called to maintain the body’s faithfulness to God. As guardians of our covenant
relationship with God and connecting us all to the voice of the Head of His body.

Evangelical Cultivation
