Proposition
No matter your circumstance, no matter your position in life, no matter your perceived

importance, Jesus cares for you and is your only hope.

Purpose
| want each one of us to know that Jesus is the answer we are looking for.

1. No matter who you are, Jesus is your only hope.

a. Jesus is the only hope for those hurting physically.
For by him all things were created, in heaven and on earth, visible and invisible,
whether thrones or dominions or rulers or authorities—all things were
created through him and for him. ¥ And he is before all things, and in him all
things hold together. Colossians 1:16-17

b. Jesus is the only hope for those hurting socially.

c. Jesus is the only hope for those hurting spiritually.

d. Jesus is the only hope for those hurting emotionally.

e. Jesus is the only hope for those hurting financially.
Jesus is sufficient to meet whatever need you might have and He is your only

hope for whatever hurt you might have! Come to Jesus!

2. No matter who you are, Jesus cares for you.
You can have hope because Jesus cares for you!

a. Jesus loves you.
John 3:16; 1 John 4:9 and Romans 5:8

b. Jesus knows your circumstance.
C. Jesus comes to you. (v.30)
3. No matter who you are, you must come humbly to Jesus.

a. Come to Jesus in faith. (vv.22; 27-28 & 33)



b. Come to Jesus in humility. (vv.22 & 33)
c. Come to Jesus in honesty. (v.33)
4. It matters who Jesus says you are.
a. Jesus calls His own by name. (v.34)
b. Jesus gives faith to believe in Him. (v.34)
c. Jesus heals people from their greatest disease, sin.
d. Jesus gives peace to those who believe in Him. (v.34)
