Green Valley Baptist Association Executive Board Meeting
Minutes of May 21, 2026

The Homeplace of Henderson Presentation was given by Jessica Beaven, Executive Director, and Grace Glenn, Director of Sales and Marketing.  Jessica gave an overview of The Homeplace.  It is local, homegrown, and provides long-term care in an assisted living environment.  They provide independent living and memory care services.  Enough capital was raised in 2019 to proceed with this project.  They accept private pay, private insurance, as well as veteran benefits.  The average cost for private pay is $4,800 per month, memory care is $7,700 per month.  Studio apartments are $3,895.  The average length of stay is three years.  

Rev. Jeff Burke, Interim AMS, welcomed everyone and led in prayer.  He spoke about Psalm 23:1.  

Rev. Paul Davis, Moderator, called the meeting to order.  A Motion was made by Rev. Steve Custer, second by Rev. Jeff Burke, to accept the minutes of the March Executive Board meeting.

Bro. Jeff Burke presented the following TAC report:  
God has blessed The Answer Center (TAC) in many ways.
While TAC was on Second Street, we were struggling financially.  We had less than $1,000 in our account and struggled to pay the utility bills and we could not always purchase items needed for Saturday shopping.  It was brought to our attention there was a ministry in Corbin, Kentucky, led by a missionary commissioned by The Kentucky Baptist WMU, just like Nancy Brown, Keith Brown and myself.  A few of us visited that ministry and learned how they took excess donations to Florida where they in turn were shipped overseas which generated income for their ministry.
So often TAC has received donations in large amounts.  If the donations are soiled, have a bad odor or are damaged, they are thrown away.  We keep the very best for our clients.  In times past due to TAC not having enough storage space, we would take excess clothing to St. Vincent DePaul in Evansville.  One day while dropping off TAC’s excess clothing there, I was introduced to the director of that ministry in Evansville and he showed me how they were shipping their excess clothing and what we were bringing them to Remains in St. Louis operated by Paul White.  From there it was shipped overseas.  This generated money for that ministry as well.  I called Paul White and shortly after we moved to our current location, we began partnering with Remains.  From this we have generated approximately $8,000 to $10,000 for and used by The Answer Center ministry.
We currently have one trailer that we are renting from a company in Sturgis in which we store the clothing we ship to St. Louis.  We also have a smaller trailer in which we have stored clothing to also be shipped to St. Louis.  We are in the process of moving the clothing from the smaller trailer to the larger trailer so that the smaller one can house clothing that is out-of-season and other items which we do not have space for inside the building.
I say this to report that recently there have been questions as to whether or not TAC is giving away clothing or is selling the clothing.  I want to be transparent with how this ministry works.
This year we have been open seven Saturdays for shopping and have given away clothing to almost 700 people on those Saturdays.  We have averaged 16 volunteers on the Saturdays we are open and some of those volunteers effectively share the gospel with the people who come to shop.  As a result, there have been 14 people who have prayed to receive Christ as their Savior and Lord.  This is the purpose of this ministry as we give The Answer of Jesus Christ to the Henderson area (which includes six surrounding counties) while meeting needs.
If you have never seen this ministry in action, I encourage you to come on Mondays and Thursdays to help sort donations, or on the Saturdays we are open for shopping.  The Saturdays we will be open in June are June 6th and June 20th from 9:00 a.m. to 10:30 a.m.

Beverly Davis, Associational WMU Director, reported that she has been busy at Henderson County High School.  She expressed thanks to all of the churches who have provided lunch for C.R.O.S.S. meetings at Henderson Community College.  It is much appreciated.  The Racetrack Ministry is wonderful and a special thanks to everyone who has signed up to help.  If anyone is interested in beginning a children’s or women’s group in their church, please contact Beverly.  

Rick Crowder, Finance Team Chairperson, went over the reports included in the packet that was distributed tonight.  Our total 2026 Budget is $154,600.  The Interest Income line is $31.38 (interest earned from CDs we have.)  Operating Fund Receipts were $42,672.21 for a Total Income of $42,703.59.  Item 101 Mission Fund was $-$3,907.25 (received from Foundation to fund mission projects.)   Total Expense was $27,090.66 for a Net Income of $15,612.93.  Receipts Detail:  Churches (1) - $37,667.21; Individuals (1) – $1,000; Property Management - $4,005.00; for a Total of $42,672.21.  

GVBA Statement of Activity: Operating Fund Receipts were $42,704 versus a YTD Budget of $51,533.  

TAC Receipts Detail: Total of $9,624.16; Bank Balances for April were Total Undesignated of $117,067.95, Total Designated of $234,116.95, for a Grand Total of $351,184.90.  

Rev. Paul Davis, Vision Forward Team, stated that they have nothing to report at the present time.  The team does need permission to go ahead and proceed with accepting resumes.   A Motion was made by Keith Brown, second by Rev. Logan Lake of Robards Baptist Church.  Motion carried.  

Old Business
An additional Trustee needs to be nominated soon.  Gary Shoulders, Trustee, has been taking care of his parents recently.  This will be tabled until the annual meeting.    

New Business

Rev. Paul Davis, Moderator, welcomed Rev. Jerry Tooley, Bellfield Baptist Church and Rev. Logan Lake, Robards Baptist Church.  

Motion to Adjourn made by Rev. Steve Custer, second by Keith Brown.
