Board’s (NAMB) Annie Armstrong Easter Offering campaign. NAMB’s mission field
is the United States, Canada and the U.S. territories of Puerto Rico, Virgin
Islands, Guam and American Samoa. This region contains diverse ethnic groups,
languages and religions. Approximately 269 million people in North America do
not have a relationship with Jesus Christ. Through your gifts, NAMB supports
more than 5,000 missionaries and more than 3,800 chaplains who serve in
difficult places where the gospel is often not welcome.
As Christians, we've been given a mission to take the gospel message into the
world and reach those who are not already following the one true Shepherd,
Jesus Christ. As I mentioned recently, we need to be willing to work on our
spiritual muscles as members of Christ's body.
