Group Leader Information

Charter Bus Information

Kindly use the restroom at home before arriving, as the Activity Center will not be open prior to departure. A restroom is
available on the bus for emergency use if needed.

Seating on the bus is first come, first served. If you prefer to sit toward the front or with friends, you may wish to arrive
early. Your selected seat will remain yours for the duration of the trip. Please note that the front seat directly behind the
stairs is reserved for the Group Leader.

You are welcome to leave personal belongings on the bus, such as bags or small items. The driver will lock the vehicle
while we are away.

If you had a positive experience, gratuities for your driver are always appreciated at the conclusion of the trip.

If You Are Running Late
If you anticipate being late, you must notify your Group Leader immediately by calling or texting the number listed
above. Please understand that the bus cannot be held for late arrivals, and we may have to depart without you.

We will be traveling via charter bus and parking is located just a short walk (less than 100 feet) to the entrance. Our
exclusive group seating is conveniently located near this entrance.

Daytona 500 Ticket Delivery Details

Race day admission tickets will be distributed closer to the trip date. Please note that your TicketSpice registration
confirmation is not your admission ticket to Daytona International Speedway. All race tickets will be issued digitally, as
Daytona no longer offers printed tickets. To receive and redeem your tickets, you must provide a valid email address and
mobile phone number during registration. Additional instructions regarding ticket delivery and redemption will be
provided as the event approaches.

Race Duration
The race is scheduled to begin at 2:30 PM and typically lasts approximately 3.5 to 4 hours. However, timing can vary
depending on race conditions, including weather delays or other factors. It’s best to plan for a flexible end time.

Food & Beverage
e A wide variety of food options will be available, including popular vendors and food trucks
e The venue is cashless, so please plan accordingly
e Guests are welcome to bring their own food and beverages, including alcohol
o Must be in a soft-sided cooler (maximum 14” x 14” x 14”)
o No glass containers permitted
o All bags are subject to search upon entry

What to Wear & Bring
This is an outdoor event with a full day of activity, so comfort is key.
e Lightweight, breathable clothing
e Comfortable walking shoes (expect a fair amount of walking)
e Hat or visor for sun protection
e Sunglasses
e Sunscreen
e Light jacket or layer (mornings can be cooler, and weather can change)
e Small bag or soft-sided cooler (within size guidelines)
e Portable phone charger (recommended for a long day)
You may also wish to bring a seat cushion for added comfort, though your seats will have backs and armrests.
