The mission of the The Salvation Army Corps Day Camp is to extend to the children and parents/guardians the love of Jesus Christ through our activities, fellowship, and fun in a safe and secure environment.







Day Camp Program, Participants, & Hours

Program:  The Salvation Army of Oak Creek offers a 10 week summer program for children in South Suburban Milwaukee County.  About 40-50% of our time is spent out doors with The Salvation Army at 8853 S Howell Ave as our main facility.  
Participants:  We accept children Kindergarten through 8th grade, ages 5 through 13 as of the first day of summer day camp. We have tracks based on grades. 
Hours: The Summer Day Camp is open Monday – Friday, June 15th – August 21st 2026
Regular hours are 7:30 am – 5:30 pm.
 Our main day camp programming takes place 9:00am to 3:00pm. 

Program Fees & Payment Schedule

Program Fees:
· One-time registration fee of $100.00 to reserve your spot per child. 
· Regular weekly rates are $175.00 per week, per child.
· There is a sibling rate for families with more than one child of $150.00 weekly tuition rate starting with the second child.
· This is a full-time day camp for 10 weeks during the summer. Your child’s tuition covers staff, supplies, and transportation to camp activities. Therefore, there is a minimum requirement of 6 week commitment to be eligible for Summer Day Camp. You will be charged for the number of weeks you signed up for, per your Tuition Agreement, rather than their day to day attendance.

Additional Fees:
Late Pickup Fees:
	A charge of $1.00 per child, per minute is applied after schedule pick up time.  
Returned Check Fee:
	A charge of $35.00 will be added to the tuition payment when a check is returned for 	insufficient funds.  The payment must be made immediately and all subsequent 	payments will be required as either cash or a money order.  We also are unable to hold a
	check or take a post-dated check.

Payments:
· Payments may be made using cash, check, or online through SmartCare.  Checks are to be made payable to The Salvation Army. If paying with cash, a receipt will be issued to you. We do not accept post-dated checks. Credit Card fees are charged along with your rate through Smart Care. 
· Payments are due on Friday for the week of care being given.  If payment is not received on that Friday your child will not be eligible to attend camp that week.

· Dropped off in the main office to the attending Isaiah Weatherall Community Outreach Program Manager or Day Camp Director.

Tax Information:
Documentation of your payments made can be supplied upon request. Please keep your receipts for your records and speak with Isaiah Weatherall if you have any questions.

Pick Up Policy

Participants may be picked up from the Summer Day Camp only by the parent/guardian or other approved individual over the age of 18.   No child will be released to an individual whose name does not appear on their pick up list.  If someone else is picking up your child and they are not on the approved list, Isaiah Weatherall must be notified prior to the close of the business office at 4:00 pm.  Persons dropping off and picking up participants will be required to sign campers in and out on a sign out and must be over age 18.  Persons picking up participants may be asked to provide photo ID, including parents or guardians.  This is for your child’s safety and not meant to be an insult.

Please allow sufficient time when picking up your child.  Your child is expected to clean up whatever activity they were engaged in prior to leaving.  This is their responsibility and we appreciate your support.

Meals and Snacks

Every day, please make sure your child brings a cold lunch. Our facility does not have the means to warm up food for campers. Our staff and counselors do not have the time or facilities to heat up food for many campers.

We are able to provide two nutritious snacks for each child through this program. 
A morning snack in homeroom beginning at 9:15am and an afternoon snack beginning at 3:30pm.

Transportation Policy

When in the SA Vans:
When children are being transported to & from outings by bus; they must remain seated at all times, use inside voices and follow all the safety rules of the staff van driver.  Children should always keep their body parts inside of the van. There will always be staff accompanying campers on the bus. Some camp activities may require the multi-use of The Salvation Army Maxi Van.  When children are being transported to and from outings by van; they must be always buckled and children under 8 years old or 4’ 9” must be in a booster seat provided by the Salvation Army.  There will always be 2 adults accompanying them while on the van.

Safety & Participation Rules

SAFETY OF YOUR CHILD:        
Safety of your children is of utmost importance to us and for this reason, there will always be at least two staff people present in any room where children are present. All of our staff are background checked through the state of Wisconsin and The Salvation Army, and trained and certified through the “Safe from Harm” program.  
The safety and security of our campers are our top priority. Our Day Camp program is a state-licensed, child care provider. All Day Camp staff and counselors are First Aid & C.P.R. certified. Prior to the start of Day Camp, our counselors complete the required Salvation Army “Safe From Harm” training. This is a comprehensive safety and abuse prevention program that educates, trains, and fully prepares our staff to have a safe and secure building for all campers. All staff will be trained and prepared for emergency situations and for evacuation procedures.
General Rules for campers to follow:
· Listen to staff and follow instructions.
· Be kind, respectful and safe.
· Fighting, hitting, kicking or bullying will not be tolerated.
· No roughhousing or wrestling.
· Inappropriate language or threats of violence towards others will not be tolerated.
· Stay in designated areas and do not leave without permission.
· Keep your items picked up and tidy.  
· Children are required to participate in all planned activities.
· Remember to Respect yourself.  Respect Others.  Respect the Space.	

Dress Code:
We recommend that each camper brings a backpack to camp. We are an active, spontaneous camp. We use the playground regularly, play on the grassy areas on site, take walks to play at Oak Leaf Park, and go on weekly field trips and/or short trips nearby. Therefore, we recommend a water bottle, tennis shoes, a swimsuit, and extra clothes be placed in campers’ backpacks. 

Children are expected to wear proper footwear. Remember flip flops can be                         dangerous when running or hiking and should only be worn on water days. Tennis Shoes or closed toe shoes are a better choice for the basic day. Tank tops need to be three adult fingers wide, no bellies or bottoms showing, no low rider pants, shorts or bathing suits.  Tank-ini or one piece bathing suits for girls. Swim trunks for boys. We spend a good deal of time outside or playing in the gym, as well as doing crafts. Please send your camper in cloths you do not mind them getting dirty in.

Daily Pick up & Drop Off
Please park, walk your camper(s) into the building for check-in. Parents will be required to sign in on the Smart Care App on their personal device or the tablets provided near the front door. Staff will be available to assist and will connect campers with their assigned group.
Lunch
Every day, please make sure your child brings a cold lunch. Our facility does not have the means to warm up food for campers. Our staff and counselors do not have the time or facilities to heat up food for many campers. 

Safety & Participation Rules cont.
Swimming:
Children should bring their swim gear (towel, suit, goggles, sun block) on camp specified water days when specified by staff, in a bag clearly marked with his/her name.  If you would like your child to use a swim vest/ life vest, please include that item in the swim bag.  Girls should wear a one piece or tank-ini swim suit.  Please do not send revealing bikinis. Boys should wear swim trunks. If a child’s swimwear is deemed inappropriate, they will be asked to wear a t-shirt or shorts over their suit or they may not be able to swim.

Children will be supervised by staff in the water as well as lifeguards on duty at local pools. If your child chooses to not follow the water safety rules, the camper will have a “time out” on the beach.  The pool we will be attending is at Oak Creek High School, local outdoor pools, and Bear Paw Beach.
Sunscreen and Bug Spray
Our Day Camp will provide sunscreen and bug spray for all outdoor and nature field trips. Both will be applied as needed for outdoor activities. If you prefer a particular brand for your child, please place it in their backpack as needed. 
Illness and Sick Day Reporting
In the event your child cannot make Day Camp due to sickness or illness, please notify our Day Camp Director or Front Desk by calling 414-762-3993.
COVID 
We are going to comply with CDC recommendations when it comes to COVID protections. At this time there are no restrictions, however if things change, The Salvation Army will comply with local ordinances. 
Game Room Guidelines:
	Toys, board games, and puzzles are provided.  All children who use these items are required to put them away when finished. Throwing of items is not permitted.  The only exception to this rule is, if this is a supervised activity by one of the staff members. Food and drinks are only allowed in the Fellowship Hall during meal and snack times.  No food or beverage is allowed in the chapel, game room, or gym.

Lost & Found:
All lost and found items will be placed in a bin in the front lobby.  Items will be kept until the end of the summer, at such time if the items are not claimed we will donate them to the thrift store.  The Salvation Army and its staff are not responsible for lost or stolen items.

Personal games/toys etc: 
The Salvation Army is not responsible for broken, lost or stolen items.  Electronic toys (game boys, tablets and ipods, etc.) will not be allowed to be used during day camp.  
Toys from home, Pokemon/game cards, cell phones, and personal devices are not allowed at camp. Any and all will be taken by staff, put in a safe place, and returned at the end of the day. Our staff and counselors have quick access to phones, and we will contact parents as needed. These are similar guidelines followed by local schools. We appreciate your support for this policy.
Camper Cell Phones:
Campers may not have a cell phone with them at any time during Day Camp. Please leave your child’s cell phone at home.  They will be asked to turn them into a safe spot for day camp hours. We have phones available for emergency use if needed.  

Things your child should bring:
Please send the following items with your child.  Make sure they are labeled with your child’s name.
· Reading book
· Closed-toe shoes with socks
· Sun Screen & towel on swim days
· Flip Flops in swim bag for swim days
· Day Camp t-shirt for Camp Activity days

Disciplinary Procedures

We strive to establish clear and consistent guidelines to ensure that your child knows what is expected of him or her and how to contribute to a positive environment for all.  We acknowledge that all children are different and seek to have our disciplinary procedure exist in balance between working with the children in ways they respond to and holding them to a standard that is consistent with that of the group as a whole.  We will always make the effort to deal with any inappropriate behavior in a prompt manner and in a way that is understandable and appropriate for the child’s age and level of understanding.  In every instance, staff members will strive to exhibit Christ-like love and understanding.

The Salvation Army staff and leaders will not deprive any child of food or water, place campers alone without supervision, subject a camper to ridicule, threats, hazing, corporal punishment, excessive physical exercise or excessive restraint or verbal abuse.
		Every child will begin each day fresh.GREEN


Step 1	A verbal warning and reminder of the rule being violated and/or an acceptable behavior alternative will be given at a first offense.  This is considered a warning.YELLOW


Step 2	Should the behavior continue, or if the child becomes argumentative, staff will ask the camper to take a time out or suspension from the activity, and may be documented with an incident report for parental knowledge ORANGE


Step 3	For behaviors that continue past this point, become defiant, aggressive, or if the child becomes dangerous to them self or other campers and staff, the director reserves the right to call the parent for immediate pick up. Landing on red will always result in a strike. 1 Strike – Parent is notified. 2 Strikes – Child is suspended for one day. 3 Strikes - Child will be expelled from the program and not allowed to return to Day Camp. Strikes continue throughout the whole summer. They do not reset everyday.RED



· Note:  The frequency and severity of the inappropriate behavior will ultimately determine the action taken by the program staff, and as such, steps one and two may be skipped in the event the Director deems an incident report and parent consultation is an appropriate response.  (Examples would include: hitting, kicking, spitting on other children, inappropriate touching, biting, and anything causing harm towards another person).

Illness & Injury

First Aid Treatment:
All of our staff are CPR & First Aid certified. Staff will readily dispense band aids and ice packs to treat minor injuries when necessary.  Staff members will also inform parents/guardians when first aid is required, as well as document the injury in our log book.  Staff will never attempt to treat or diagnose any illness or injury which should be attended to by a qualified medical practitioner.

Emergency Treatment:
We are not legally required to administer emergency treatment.  However, paramedics (911) will always be called in the event of a serious emergency, and a staff member will accompany a participant who must be transported to the hospital while the parent/guardian is contacted. We will try to accommodate hospital preferences, however, they are not guaranteed. In the event your child is not taken to your hospital of preference they will be taken to Aurora Urgent Care or hospital suggested by ambulance nearest locations Froedtert Drexel Town Square and St Lukes South Shore. 

Doing Your Part:
If a child becomes ill during the program (i.e. fainting, vomiting, etc.) you will be notified and may be asked to pick up your child as quickly as possible.  We ask that you would be considerate of the other children and their families and keep your child home if they show signs of illness (fever, vomiting, etc).  In the case of a contagious disease, please notify the Day Camp Director so that appropriate steps may be taken.

Any injury or illness will be documented in the Day Camp log book and an incident report will be sent home.

Dispensing Medication:
We are not allowed to administer Tylenol, Aspirin, or any other over the counter medicines, without a parent’s direct permission. If your child needs any of these medications, or a prescription medication, please send it in the original container, with the child’s name and fill out the day camp Medical Form. The medication will be kept in a locked, safe place and it will be administered by the Head Counselor or Director at the appropriate time.

All medications given will be recorded in the Day Camp Log Book.

Lice Policy: 
Children must be lice/nit free at all times.  If a child is found to have head lice he/she will be sent home. Parents can assist in this by checking their children’s heads on a regular basis.  If you find evidence of nits/lice in your children’s hair please let the director know so necessary steps can be taken.
Camp Activities 

Monthly Trips:
We make it a priority to get campers out of the building to enjoy the sun and experience new and exciting things as much as possible. Therefore, all campers will be taking trips outside of the building at least once a month. Age-Appropriate Camp Activities will be offered weekly for each group of campers. 
All swimming and other outdoor activities are scheduled as weather permits. Occasionally Indoor swimming, roller skating, or movie activities are planned for rainy days. 

Field Trips:
A special feature of day camp is going on field trips. These trips will be conducted away from the Salvation Army building, necessitating a bus or van ride. Because of this, campers need to be at camp by the time the vehicle pulls out at 9:30 am. If your child is not there on time you will need to meet us at the field trip location before 10:00 am in order to still participate for the day. Field Trip participation is required for every camper. If your child does not want to participate in the field trip, you will need to find different accommodations for the day. 
Each child will have a camp t-shirt. T-shirts are required dress code for all Field Trip days. Camp Activity itineraries for the summer will be given out at the Parent Orientation Night on Thursday, June 11h. 

Parent Orientation

We are holding a Parent Orientation Night on Thursday, June 11th at 6:30 pm. Our parent orientation is designed to give you a wealth of information regarding several topics. These include, but are not limited to meeting the camp staff, day camp structure, proper camp attire, rules/policies, activity schedules, parent handbook, swimming, etc. Because of changes in our policies, personnel, and structure from previous years we strongly encourage ALL parents to attend this important meeting.
